RESOLUTION 2019-421
A RESOLUTION APPOINTING Emily Lisska AS A MEMBER OF THE 2019 CHARTER REVISION COMMISSION, as an at-large REPRESENTATIVE, PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 17, ORDINANCE CODE; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Chapter 17, Ordinance Code, provides for the appointment of a Charter Revision Commission every ten years, during the year before the taking of the U.S. decennial census; and 

WHEREAS, Chapter 17, Ordinance Code, further provides that the membership shall be recommended by the Council President and appointed by the Council; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appointment.
The Council hereby appoints Emily Lisska, a Duval County resident, to the 2019 Charter Revision Commission, as an At-Large representative, in accordance with Chapter 17, Ordinance Code. 

Section 2.

Requesting one cycle emergency passage pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the Council is currently considering appointees to the Charter Revision Commission, and it would be prudent to consider all of the appointees at the same time.  

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
