RESOLUTION 2019-440-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING BISHOP EDWARD ROBINSON, SR., ON THE OCCASION OF HIS 40TH PASTORAL ANNIVERSARY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Edward Robinson, Sr., a native of Jacksonville, Florida, was born to Elder and Missionary George Robinson, Sr. He graduated from Douglas Anderson High School in 1964. He received a Bachelor of Theology from Southeastern Bible College, Orlando, Florida; and furthered his studies at Luther Rice Seminary in Jacksonville. His educational background includes a Bachelor of Science in Business Administration from Edward Waters College, where he graduated Summa Cum Laude. In 1967, Edward Robinson united in holy matrimony with his helpmate, Cynthia B. Waters. This union was blessed with two children, Tabitha and Edward II, and one grandson, Zion Otis Robinson; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Robinson accepted his calling to the ministry in 1966 and has been unapologetically preaching the gospel for 53 years. During the early years of ministry, Elder Robinson was fortunate to serve under the leadership of Bishops Jesse Williams, Jacob Cohen, and  C. D. Kinsey. This opportunity prepared him to excel as a dynamic pastor, teacher, and community leader, which is evident in his 40th anniversary as the pastor of Southside Church of God in Christ. The church has grown tremendously under the spiritual guidance and leadership of Elder Robinson. He desired to expand the church to ensure that the needs of the congregation and community were met. His vision, “The Miracle on Emerson Street” was completed in 2003 and included beautiful new worship and multipurpose facility with a daycare, playground and ample parking. This project was indeed a miracle and an asset to the community. During the same year, Elder Robinson was appointed to the office of Bishop and the Jurisdictional Prelate of Florida Central Second Ecclesiastical Jurisdiction; and
WHEREAS, Bishop Robinson has received various awards for his service and activism. He desires to see continuous growth and development within the community to educate and encourage people to foster deeper relationships to maintain unity and equality. Currently, Bishop Robinson has committed his service to the Community Development Association of Florida which seeks to alleviate poverty and increase access to income opportunities for the poor, disenfranchised individuals and families; now therefore
