AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 503.48 ACRES LOCATED AT 117000 NORMANDY BOULEVARD BETWEEN CHAFFEE ROAD AND CECIL FIELD (R.E. NOS. 002037-0000, 002067-0000, 002066-0000, 002059-0000, 002101-0000, 002058-0000, 002065-0000 AND 002060-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY CAMILLE HELMINSKI, ANNE CHURCHWELL ADAMS, EMMETT KOHLER, MARIAN A. MCCLELLAND, SHIRLEY A. STOCKTON, IRENE W. CAIN, AND H.S. TURNER, JR. FROM RMD-A (RESIDENTIAL MEDIUM DENSITY-A) DISTRICT, RR (RURAL RESIDENTIAL) DISTRICT AND CCG-1 (COMMERCIAL COMMUNITY/GENERAL-1) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, FOR A MAXIMUM OF 850 SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL DWELLINGS WITH A MINIMUM LOT SIZE OF 7,000 SQUARE FEET, AS DESCRIBED IN THE WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE ADAMS LAKE PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Camille Helminski, Anne Churchwell Adams, Emmett Kohler, Marian A. Mcclelland, Shirley A. Stockton, Irene W. Cain, and H.S. Turner, Jr., the owner(s) of approximately 503.48 acres located at 117000 Normandy Boulevard between Chaffee Road and Cecil Field (R.E. Nos. 002037-0000, 002067-0000, 002066-0000, 002059-0000, 002101-0000, 002058-0000, 002065-0000 and 002060-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit A attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (“Subject Property”), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from RMD-A (Residential Medium Density-A) District, RR (Rural Residential) District and CCG-1 (Commercial Community/General-1) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is:  (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now, therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from RMD-A (Residential Medium Density-A) District, RR (Rural Residential) District and CCG-1 (Commercial Community/General-1) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the site plan and written description for Adams Lake PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally consist of a maximum of 850 single-family residential dwellings with a minimum lot size of 7,000 square feet, all as more specifically shown and described in the Adams Lake PUD site plan and written description, as amended and superseded by the May 16, 2001 revised site plan, all of which are on file in the City Council Legislative Services Division.


Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Camille Helminski, Anne Churchwell Adams, Emmett Kohler, Marian A. Mcclelland, Shirley A. Stockton, Irene W. Cain, and H.S. Turner, Jr. and described in Exhibit A.  The agent listed in the application is J.D. Collins, Normandy West, L.L.C., with an address of 3840 Crown Point Road, Suite A, Jacksonville, Florida 32257 and a telephone number of (904) 268-8500.

Section 3.

Conditions.  This rezoning is approved subject to, and the Subject Property shall be developed in accordance with, the following conditions:


(a)
A traffic study, including the master design for internal/external circulation and traffic signalization of Nor​mandy Boulevard, shall be prepared and submitted to the Planning and Development Department and Department of Public Works, Traffic Engineer prior to Sketch Plan approval.


(b)
Applicant will signalize the intersection of its entrance with Normandy Boulevard when warranted. Additionally, the applicant will provide a second access off ei​ther Normandy Boulevard or to the proposed east/west access from the northern section of Cecil Field to Old Chaffee Road, if the additional access point can be permitted. The applicant agrees to coordinate access-permitting issues with the Planning and Development Department and City Traffic Engineer. The Depart​ment acknowledges that the permitting of the second access will require State approvals and, should this access not be allowed, the one access of the main entrance off Normandy Boulevard would suffice. These possible entry points are shown on the May 16, 2001 revised conceptual site plan.


(c)
Any access onto Old Gainesville Road will be prohibited. The applicant will begin immediately the process for the closure of Old Gainesville Road at the Adams Lake property line, as more particularly described and shown in Exhibit B attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.

(d) The maximum lot coverage shall be forty percent (40%).

(e)
An active recreation plan, which may include a multi-purpose field, may be submitted to the Planning and Development Department for review and approval.


(f)
Any through lot that has a non-access easement recorded on the plat shall be provided a setback of ten (10) feet for the front yard containing said non-access easement.


(g)
The applicant agrees to provide a 20-foot natural undisturbed buffer with a be​ginning point at McAdams right-of-way and the northeast corner, thence south 1,325+/- lineal feet. Additionally, the Covenants and Deed Restrictions will re​quire the installation of a 6-foot shadow box, wood privacy fence along the west side of the 20-foot buffer. The adjacent property owner, Mr. Walter Cadwallader, will be given $2,700.00 for a landscape allowance to be spent at his discretion for additional visual buffer.

(h)
The entrance sign shall be constructed as shown on Exhibit C attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference. The maximum height shall be 8 feet and the structure shall be of a monument design. The sign shall be placed as shown on the May 16, 2001 revised site plan. These exhibits are conceptual in nature and the final plans and location shall be subject to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department.


Section 4.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Deputy Administrator, Council Legislative Services Division.
