SUMMARY OF PROPOSED PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD):

Application for Rezoning R-2001-818 seeks to rezone approximately 13.9 acres of land from PUD to PUD to permit the reconfiguration of the approved residential uses and the expansion of the existing marina from 40 to 90 boat slips.  The existing PUD allows for a multiple-family condominium community consisting of one-hundred and nineteen (119) units located in several mid-rise buildings and town homes spread throughout the property.  The Applicant proposes to reconfigure the previously approved 119 units to allow for three (3) mid-rise buildings containing 113 units and six (6) detached single family residences.  The planned expansion of the marina would consist of increasing the number of boat slips from 40 to 90.
