AN ORDINANCE AMENDING RESOLUTION 74-1445-498, AS MODIFIED AND AMENDED BY RESOLUTIONS 80-630-217, 81-720-334, 85-932-570, 86-1348-431, 87-1405-459, 89-776-289, 90-64-31, 96-878-318, AND 99-876, WHICH APPROVED A DEVELOPMENT OF REGIONAL IMPACT (DRI) FOR THE ARGYLE FOREST/VILLAGES OF ARGYLE DRI, TO AMEND THE MASTER PLAN, APPROVE CONSTRUCTION OF UP TO 156,000 SQUARE FEET OF MINI WAREHOUSE DEVELOPMENT AND APPROVE CONSTRUCTION OF UP TO 23,400 SQUARE FEET OF NEIGHBORHOOD COMMERCIAL DEVELOPMENT, PURSUANT TO THE NOTIFICATION OF PROPOSED CHANGE TO A PREVIOUSLY APPROVED DEVELOPMENT OF REGIONAL IMPACT DATED JANUARY 8, 2003; FINDING THAT THESE CHANGES AND MODIFICATIONS DO NOT CONSTITUTE A SUBSTANTIAL DEVIATION FROM THE ORIGINALLY APPROVED DRI; WAIVING POSTING OF SIGNS AND MAILING OF NOTICES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Council by Resolution 74-1445-498, approved a Development of Regional Impact for the development known as Argyle Forest/Villages of Argyle DRI, which was subsequently modified and amended by Resolutions 80-630-217, 81-720-334, 85-932-570, 86-1348-431, 87-1405-459, 89-776-289, 90-64-31, 96-878-318, and 99-876; and

WHEREAS, Health Quest Realty XLII (“Health Quest”), as owner and developer of certain lands within the development, has submitted a Notification of Proposed Change to a Previously Approved Development of Regional Impact, dated January 8, 2003, to the City to request certain modifications to the Health Quest lands in the Argyle Forest/Villages of Argyle DRI; and


WHEREAS, said Notification has been submitted to the appropriate state and local land planning agencies and has been reviewed by the City’s Planning and Development Department; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee has reviewed the Notification and made its recommendation to Council; and

WHEREAS, the Northeast Florida Regional Planning Council found that the proposed changes will not result in any additional adverse regional impacts and does not constitute a substantial deviation from the originally approved DRI; and

WHEREAS, a public hearing was properly noticed and held by the Council pursuant to Section 380.06, Florida Statutes; and

WHEREAS, after such public hearing and in consideration of the recommendations made and submitted to the Council, the Council has made certain findings and determinations; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

The development order for the Argyle Forest/Villages of Argyle DRI, as adopted by Resolution 74-1445-498 and as amended by Resolutions 80-630-217, 81-720-334, 85-932-570, 86-1348-431, 87-1405-459, 89-776-289, 90-64-31, 96-878-318, and 99-876, is hereby amended to incorporate the proposed changes and modifications as contained in the Notification of Proposed Change to a Previously Approved Development of Regional Impact, dated January 8, 2003, and on file in the Office of Legislative Services, as follows:

(a)
The Master Plan of the DRI is revised to change the use of the site owned by Health Quest from Healthcare to Commercial, as visually depicted on the map attached hereto as Exhibit A, and more particularly described in the Notification of Proposed Change dated January 8, 2003, on file in the Office of Legislative Services.  The Health Quest site is hereby approved for construction of up to 156,000 square feet of mini warehouse development and 23,400 square feet of neighborhood commercial development.

(b)
The development of the property may proceed subject to the payment of an assessment based on $1,472 per trip generated or as otherwise adjusted by the Planning and Development Department based on the inflation percentages listed in Exhibit B attached, to mitigate for transportation impacts.  Such assessment shall be determined by the Planning and Development Department. By this agreement between the City and Health Quest, such assessment shall be deposited into the Argyle Forest Boulevard Capital Improvement Fund (Section 110.393, Ordinance Code).

Section 2.

The Council hereby finds and determines that the changes and modifications requested by Health Quest Realty XLII, as set forth in the Notification of Proposed Change to a Previously Approved Development of Regional Impact, dated January 8, 2003, and on file in the Office of Legislative Services, do not constitute a substantial deviation as defined in Section 380.06(19), Florida Statutes.

Section 3.

The mailing of notices and posting of signs regarding consideration of this ordinance are hereby determined to be unnecessary and impractical.  Accordingly, pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 656, Ordinance Code, the provisions of that Chapter are made inapplicable to the extent such provisions would require the mailing of notices and posting of signs regarding this ordinance.

Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
