The purpose of this appropriation is to provide 25 percent local funding to match 75 percent state funding for additional mental health services to be delivered in Northeast Florida.  City funding will assist with start-up costs and program operation for both the Consumer (mental health) Drop-in Center which will be located at CRC on the Northside, and the Therapeutic Foster Care Program which places persons with mental illness in adult foster homes where they live as members of the family.
