AN ORDINANCE CREATING A NEW SECTION 110.365, PART 3, (SPECIAL PROSTITUTION REHABILITATION TRUST FUND), ORDINANCE CODE; AMENDING SECTION 614.134 (OFFENSES INVOLVING SEXUALLY TRANSMISSIBLE DISEASES; SCREENING), ORDINANCE CODE TO UPDATE TERMINOLOGY; AMENDING SECTION 632.101 (PENALTIES), ORDINANCE CODE TO ALLOW FOR PARTICIPATION IN REHABILITATION PROGRAM; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

There shall be created a new Section 110.365 to read as follows:

CHAPTER 110 CITY TREASURY

PART 3.  SPECIAL ACCOUNTS AND FUNDS

Sec. 110.365.  Special Prostitution Rehabilitation Trust Fund.  

There is created a trust fund to be known as the Special Prostitution Rehabilitation Trust Fund. There shall be deposited in this fund, pursuant to the schedule herein below, all moneys received by the City as fines imposed for prostitution-related offenses under Section 614.134, Ordinance Code, up to the maximum as presently allowed by law, except any monies already allocated to the 1937 Police and Firemen's Pension Fund. These monies shall be used only for support of Duval County-based prostitution rehabilitation programs (for both prostitutes and solicitors)and shall not lapse with the fiscal year. The Director of Administration and Finance, after appropriation by the Council, is authorized and directed to make disbursements from this account. This appropriation shall be considered a miscellaneous appropriation, supplemental to any other miscellaneous appropriation made by the Council during any fiscal year, and shall be governed by the provisions of Chapter 118. 

Section 2. 
Section 614.134 shall be amended to read as follows:

CHAPTER 614.  PUBLIC ORDER AND SAFETY.

Sec. 614.134.  Offenses involving sexually transmissible diseases; screening.  

(a)
As used in this Section:

(1)
Assignation means the making of any appointment or engagement for prostitution or lewdness, or any act in furtherance of such appointment or engagement.

(2)
Department means the City’s Public Health Unit Duval County Health Department.

(b)
In considering which diseases are to be designated as sexually transmissible diseases, the Department shall consider such diseases as chancroid, gonorrhea, granuloma inguinale, lymphogranuloma venereum, genital herpes simplex, chlamydia, nongonococcal urethritis (NGU), pelvic inflammatory disease (PID)/acute salpingitis, syphillis, and human T-lymphotropic virus type III (HTLV-III) infection Human Immunodeficiency Virus (HIV) for designation and shall consider the recommendations and classifications of the Centers for Disease Control and other nationally recognized authorities. Not all diseases that are sexually transmissible need be designated for the purpose of this Section.

Section 2.

Section 632.101(a)(4) shall be amended to read as follows:

CHAPTER 632. PENALTIES.

*  *  *

Sec. 632.101(a)(4).  Classes of Offenses.  For a class D offense, by a fine of not more than five hundred dollars or by imprisonment of not more than sixty days or completion of the prostitution rehabilitation program (for both prostitutes and solicitors), if charged pursuant to 614.134, or by a combination of both a fine and imprisonment, and/or rehabilitation program.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
