ORDINANCE 2004-593 

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING RESOLUTION 89-268-112, AS AMENDED BY RESOLUTION 90-547-264, WHICH APPROVED A DEVELOPMENT OF REGIONAL IMPACT (DRI) FOR THE WESTSIDE INDUSTRIAL PARK (FORMERLY KNOWN AS THE PATTILLO DEVELOPMENT PARK) AS ORIGINALLY SUBMITTED BY STONE MOUNTAIN INDUSTRIAL PARK, INC., TO AMEND THE DRI DEVELOPMENT ORDER PURSUANT TO THE NOTIFICATION OF PROPOSED CHANGE TO A PREVIOUSLY APPROVED DEVELOPMENT OF REGIONAL IMPACT (NOPC) FILED BY STONE MOUNTAIN INDUSTRIAL PARK INC., PATTILLO CONSTRUCTION COMPANY INC., AND H.G. PATTILLO, AND DATED APRIL 2, 2004, TO EXTEND THE BUILDOUT DATE AND THE DOWN-ZONING PROTECTION DATE, TO EXTEND ALL PHASES, CARRY FORWARD DEVELOPMENT RIGHTS, AND ALLOW DEVELOPMENT OF PHASE III AS PROVIDED HEREIN, TO INCREASE COMMERCIAL AND INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT RIGHTS AS PROVIDED HEREIN, TO ADD APPROXIMATELY 127.78 ACRES TO THE DRI, TO AMEND THE MASTER PLAN MAP H AS PROVIDED HEREIN, TO RECOGNIZE FULFILLED TRANSPORTATION CONDITIONS, TO INSTITUTE BIENNIAL REPORTING, AND TO ADD ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS TO THE DEVELOPMENT ORDER REGARDING DEVELOPMENT RIGHTS, PHASING, AND DOWN-ZONING PROTECTION; FINDING THAT THESE CHANGES AND MODIFICATIONS DO NOT CONSTITUTE A SUBSTANTIAL DEVIATION FROM THE ORIGINALLY APPROVED DRI; WAIVING POSTING OF SIGNS AND MAILING OF NOTICES TO THE EXTENT SAME ARE APPLICABLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Council by Resolution 89-268-112, adopted a Development of Regional Impact for the development known as Westside Industrial Park (formerly known as the Pattillo Development Park), which was subsequently amended and modified by Resolution 90-547-264; and

WHEREAS, Stone Mountain Industrial Park, Inc., as owner and developer of land in the DRI, and Pattillo Construction Company, Inc., and H.G. Pattillo, as owners of lands proposed for addition to the DRI, have submitted a Notification of a Proposed Change to a Previously Approved Development of Regional Impact (NOPC), dated April 2, 2004, to the City to request certain changes to the Westside Industrial Park DRI Development Order; and


WHEREAS, said NOPC has been submitted to the appropriate state and local land planning agencies and has been reviewed by the City’s Planning and Development Department; and


WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department has submitted recommendations concerning said proposed changes to the Westside Industrial Park DRI Development Order; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee has reviewed the NOPC and made its recommendation to Council; and


WHEREAS, the Northeast Florida Regional Council found that the proposed changes do not result in any additional adverse regional impacts and do not constitute a substantial deviation from the originally approved DRI; and


WHEREAS, a public hearing was properly noticed and held by the Council pursuant to Section 380.06, Florida Statutes; and


WHEREAS, after such public hearing and in consideration of the recommendations made and submitted to the Council, the Council has made certain findings and determinations; now, therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The development order for the Westside Industrial Park DRI adopted by Resolution 89-268-112, as amended by Resolution 90-547-264, is hereby amended to incorporate the proposed changes and modifications contained in the NOPC, dated April 2, 2004, and on file in the City Council Legislative Services Division as Exhibit 3, as generally described as follows:


(a)
The buildout date is extended by five years until December 30, 2017, and the down-zoning protection date is extended by five years until December 30, 2020; 


(b)
Each phase is extended by five years, less one day and the development rights from previous phases carry forward until the buildout date; 


(c)
Development of Phase III may occur prior to its scheduled start date, provided that all prerequisites for such development are met; 


(d)
Commercial development rights are increased by 20,000 square feet from 80,000 square feet to 100,000 square feet and such rights are extended to a new approximately 9.89 acre parcel;


(e)
Industrial development rights are reduced by 500,000 square feet from 9,000,000 square feet to 8,500,000 square feet and the remaining industrial rights are extended to a new approximately 117.89 acre parcel;


(f)
Certain transportation conditions of the Development Order related to Pritchard Road and Beaver Street, as more particularly described in Exhibit 3, on file, have been fulfilled;


(g)
The DRI shall be subject to biennial reporting pursuant to Section 380.06(18), Florida Statutes;


(h)
The Master Plan Map H is amended to incorporate additional lands, consolidate the majority of conservation lands into larger contiguous parcels, and to reconfigure certain roadways, stormwater ponds, and internal uses, all as depicted in Exhibit 1, attached hereto, and dated April 2, 2004; and


(i)
Additional provisions regarding development rights, phasing, and down-zoning protection are added to the DRI Development Order, as more particularly described in Exhibit 2, attached hereto, and also included in Exhibit 3, on file.


Section 2.

The Council hereby finds and determines that the changes and modifications requested by Stone Mountain  Industrial Park , Inc., Pattillo Construction Company, Inc., and H.G. Pattillo, as set forth in the NOPC dated April 2, 2004, do not constitute a substantial deviation, as such term is defined in Section 380.06(19), Florida Statutes.


Section 3.

The mailing of notices and posting of signs regarding consideration of this ordinance is determined to be unnecessary and impractical.  Accordingly, pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 656, Ordinance Code, the provisions of that Chapter are hereby made inapplicable, to the extent such provisions would require the mailing of notices and posting of signs regarding this ordinance.

Section 4.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
