(1) On page 1, line 15, and page 2, line 23, strike “82” and insert “88”; and

(2) On page 2, line 20, strike “July 22” and insert “December 22”; and

(3) On page 2, line 21, strike “July 23” and insert “December 22”; and

(4) On page 2, line 26, before “Exhibit 2” insert “Revised”; and

(5) On page 2, line 27 ½ insert a new Section 2 to read as follows:

“Section 2.
Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to, and the Subject Property shall be developed in accordance with the following conditions:


(a)
An eight-foot PVC privacy fence shall be installed along the northern property line from Hartsfield Road westward to the retention pond.  Additionally, a twenty-five foot undisturbed natural vegetative buffer shall be preserved in perpetuity along the northern property line from the initial open space west of Hartsfield Road westward to the retention pond. Additional tree plantings or transplantings shall supplement deficiencies within the above-described buffer, subject to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department.  The twenty-five foot undisturbed natural vegetative buffer shall be deeded to the Homeowner’s Association and shall be recorded on the plat.


(b)
The fence along the southern property line shall be a six-foot PVC fence and this condition supercedes anything to the contrary in the written description dated December 22, 2004, or on the site plan dated December 22, 2004.

(c)
The developer shall meander the entrance road so that it is a far south as possible from the 50-foot section of land opposite 8076 Charmont Drive South, and this condition supercedes anything to the contrary in the written description dated December 22, 2004, or on the site plan dated December 22, 2004.

(d)
At least one of the two recreation areas shall include a double swing set and slide, or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department taking into account the residential makeup of the development.

(e)
Striping in the right-of-way and the northbound and southbound turn lanes shall be subject to the review and approval of the Traffic Engineer and the Planning and Development Department to ensure the safety of the children in the area due to the proximity to the school.  This condition supercedes anything to the contrary in the written description dated December 22, 2004, or on the site plan dated December 22, 2004.

(f)
Exit from the property shall be limited to right turn only during school zone hours. This condition supercedes anything to the contrary in the written description dated December 22, 2004, or on the site plan dated December 22, 2004.

(g)
Sidewalks shall be required on both sides of all internal roads and this condition supercedes anything to the contrary in the written description dated December 22, 2004, or on the site plan dated December 22, 2004.

(h)
The final location of the entrance sign shall be subject to the review and approval of the Traffic Engineer and the Planning and Development Department.

(i)
The location of fire hydrants within the development shall be subject to the review and approval of the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department.”; and 


(6)
Renumber the remaining Sections; and


(7)
Strike “Exhibit 2 on file” with Ordinance 2004-856 and replace it with “Revised Exhibit 2 on file” attached to this amendment.
