ORDINANCE 2004-1378-E

AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING AN APPROXIMATE 600’ PORTION OF DUVAL STATION ROAD EAST OF THE INTERSECTION OF NORTH MAIN STREET AND DUVAL STATION ROAD, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11, AT THE REQUEST OF DUVAL STATION SIGNATURE, LLP; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE THE DUVAL STATION ROAD REALIGNMENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN DUVAL STATION SIGNATURE, LLP AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE ALL OTHER NECESSARY DEEDS AND DOCUMENTS TO PROVIDE FOR THE EXCHANGE OF PROPERTIES NECESSARY TO REALIGN DUVAL STATION ROAD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Duval Station Signature, LLP, a Florida limited liability partnership, and its intended assigns (“Developer”), has heretofore delivered unto the City that certain Application for Closure, Abandonment and/or Disclaimer for a portion of Duval Station Road (the “Application”); and 

WHEREAS,
the Developer currently owns, or has the right to acquire, and is in the process of developing property surrounding a portion of the existing Duval Station Road right-of-way; and
WHEREAS, Duval Station Road currently serves as an east/west arterial road that extends east from Main Street, but is not aligned with Duval Road, which extends west from Main Street, requiring vehicular traffic attempting to continue east or west across Main Street to travel north or south on Main Street in order to continue such easterly or westerly travel; and

WHEREAS, because this traffic pattern is causing major traffic delays as well as accidents, the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) is currently planning to install a traffic signal at the intersection of Duval Station Road and Main Street; and

WHEREAS, the Developer wishes to relocate a portion of Duval Station Road in order to provide direct vehicular traffic across Main Street that will connect to Duval Road, thereby reducing traffic congestion and accidents caused by the current configuration of the roads; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Public Works has issued a letter of intent to the FDOT in order to halt the process of installation of the traffic signal and to request that the FDOT relocate the traffic signal to the planned intersection; and

WHEREAS, the Developer has entered into a separate agreement for the development of the proposed Duval Station relocation, and to facilitate the execution of that agreement, the Developer must demonstrate that the City has agreed to close the existing Duval Station Road right-of-way, which closure shall be subject to the fulfillment of certain obligations that will be set forth in a separate agreement between the Developer and the City, and subject to the fulfillment of all obligations under the right-of-way closure application process; and

WHEREAS, the Developer will ensure that the new Duval Station Road right-of-way will be constructed in accordance with standards set forth in Chapter 654, Ordinance Code, and shall ensure that the new right-of-way is dedicated to the City; and

WHEREAS, in order to facilitate the relocation of Duval Station Road, the City Council hereby agrees to approve closure of the proposed right-of-way, subject to the conditions set forth herein; now therefore 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1. 
Closure and Abandonment.  An approximate 600’ section of Duval Station Road east of the intersection of North Main Street and Duval Station Road in Council District 11, a description of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1, shall be closed and abandoned as a public road, street, alley, right-of-way or thoroughfare upon completion of all conditions set forth in the agreement between Developer and the City of Jacksonville (“Agreement”), which agreement is in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2.
Section 2. 
Purpose.
The purpose of this ordinance is to allow the Developer to develop the property described on Exhibit 3 attached hereto, and to close and realign the Duval Station Road right-of-way as shown on Exhibit 3.  The fee for the right-of-way closure has been paid.
Section 3. 
Conditions. The Developer shall cause the realigned right-of-way to open prior to the closure of the existing Duval Station Road and will ensure that the proposed right-of-way is constructed in accordance with the provisions of Chapter 654, Ordinance Code.  Additionally, the existing right-of-way closure will not become effective prior to the completion of all conditions set forth in the Agreement.  The proposed right-of-way shall be complete and all conditions set forth in the Agreement shall be complied with not later than twenty-four (24) months from the effective date of the Agreement or this Ordinance shall become null and void.  Finally, the existing right-of-way closure will not become effective prior to resolution of all easement or encroachment issues which are now known or may be discovered.
Section 4. 
Realignment Agreement Approved.  That certain Duval Station Road Realignment Agreement, setting forth the terms and conditions of the right-of-way realignment of Duval Station Road, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2, is hereby approved. The Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute the Agreement on behalf of the City.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute all other contracts and documents and otherwise take all necessary action in connection therewith and herewith, to effectuate the closing and realignment of the Duval Station Road right-of-way.
Section 5. 
Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
