A RESOLUTION CONCERNING THE APPEAL OF A FINAL ORDER ISSUED BY THE PLANNING COMMISSION APPROVING THE APPLICATION FOR ZONING EXCEPTION E-04-117, TO AARON HILL, TO ALLOW FOR THE RETAIL SALES AND SERVICE OF ALL ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES INCLUDING BEER, LIQUOR, OR WINE FOR ON-PREMISE CONSUMPTION IN CONJUNCTION WITH THE SERVICE OF FOOD FROM A MENU IN CONJUNCTION WITH A BONA FIDE RESTAURANT (4 COP-SRX), ON PROPERTY LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 1 AT 7707 ARLINGTON EXPRESSWAY, PURSUANT TO SECTION 656.141, ORDINANCE CODE; ADOPTING RECOMMENDED FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS OF THE LAND USE AND ZONING COMMITTEE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Aaron Hill filed an application with the Planning Commission for an exception to allow for the retail sales and service of all alcoholic beverages including beer, liquor, or wine for on-premises consumption in conjunction with the service of food from a menu in conjunction with a bona fide restaurant (4 COP-SRX) on property located in Council District 1 at 7707 Arlington Expressway in the CN (Commercial Neighborhood) zoning district; and


WHEREAS, such application for zoning exception E-04-117 was approved and the Final Order was issued by the Planning Commission on January 27, 2005; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 656.141, Ordinance Code, a Notice of Appeal of such Planning Commission decision was filed with the Council Legislative Services Division on February 15, 2005 by              Ann Burt, 7866 Glen Echo Road North, Jacksonville, Florida, on behalf of Old Arlington Inc., and Dr. Donald Smitha, which Notice of Appeal is timely, legally sufficient, and indicates that Ann Burt has standing to file the appeal; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee has conducted a noticed public hearing on the appeal and has recommended certain findings and conclusions based upon its review of the record and the testimony and evidence presented to the Committee; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Adoption of recommended findings and conclusions.
The Council has reviewed the record of proceedings in connection with the appeal of the Final Order of the Planning Commission concerning zoning exception E-04-117, a copy of which is on file as Exhibit 2 in the City Council Legislative Services Division, and has considered the recommended findings and conclusions of the Land Use and Zoning Committee, a copy of which is attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference.
