AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 656 (ZONING CODE) AND CHAPTER 650 (COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING FOR FUTURE DEVELOPMENT); AMENDING SECTION 656.129 AND SECTIONS 650.404 AND 650.405 TO REQUIRE RECONSIDERATION BY THE PLANNING COMMISSION IF THE PLANNING DEPARTMENT RECOMMENDATION REGARDING AN APPLICATION CHANGES AFTER PLANNING COMMISSION CONSIDERATION OF THE APPLICATION; DIRECTING TRANSMITTAL TO MUNICODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission of the City of Jacksonville is the designated local planning agency as defined in Section 163.3174, Florida Statutes; and


WHEREAS, 
by Florida Statute and City of Jacksonville Ordinance Code, the Planning Commission is charged with making advisory recommendations to the Council on applications for text and future land use map amendments to the Comprehensive Plan, applications for text amendments to the Zoning Code, and applications to rezone land; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission’s recommendation must be based on the best available data and analysis provided by the City’s professional planning staff; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Section 656.129, Ordinance Code, is hereby amended, in part, to read as follows:

If the Department report and recommendation changes after the Commission has made its advisory recommendation to the Council, then the proposal to amend the Zoning Code or rezone land shall be remanded to the Commission for further consideration and another advisory recommendation.

Chapter 650, Ordinance Code, is hereby amended, in part, to read as follows:

Planning Commission advisory recommendation. The Planning Commission shall be responsible for making an advisory recommendation to the Council with respect to each application to amend the comprehensive plan. The recommendation shall be made to the Council and shall become a part of the official legislative record of the application and the committee(s) of reference shall not report the application to the Council until the recommendation has been received. If the Department report and recommendation changes after the Commission has made its advisory recommendation to the Council, then the application to amend the comprehensive plan shall be remanded to the Commission for further consideration and another advisory recommendation.

Public Hearing of the Planning Commission.  The Planning Commission, acting as the Local Planning Agency, shall hold at least one advertised public hearing on the proposed comprehensive plan amendment, pursuant to the following procedures:

Upon completion of the hearing, the Planning Commission shall consider the written report and advisory recommendation of the Department, written comments, evidence and testimony submitted or presented by members of the public at or in connection with the public hearing; the Planning Commission acting as the Local Planning Agency, shall then transmit the application(s) for comprehensive plan amendment(s) to the Council with its final recommendations.  If the Department report and recommendation changes after the Commission has made its advisory recommendation to the Council, then the application to amend the comprehensive plan shall be remanded to the Commission for further consideration and another advisory recommendation, following the procedures in this subsection.
