ORDINANCE 2006-113-E
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 3.4 ACRES OF LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 2 NORTH OF ATLANTIC BOULEVARD ON THE EAST SIDE OF LEE ROAD BETWEEN BETWEEN ATLANTIC BOULEVARD AND STATE ROAD 9A AND OWNED BY L. CHARLES MANN AND DONALD C. BREWER, AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM COMMERCIAL, RESIDENTIAL AND OFFICE (CRO) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, FOR DEVELOPMENT OF A SELF-STORAGE FACILITY, AS DESCRIBED IN THE WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE LEE ROAD STORAGE PUD, PURSUANT TO FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SMALL-SCALE AMENDMENT APPLICATION NUMBER 2005C-029; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted a small-scale land use amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to application 2005C-029 and companion land use Ordinance 2006-112; and

WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the adopted companion small-scale land use amendment 2005C-029, an application to rezone and reclassify from Commercial, Residential and Office (CRO) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District was filed by L. Charles Mann on behalf of L. Charles Mann and Donald C. Brewer, the owner of approximately 3.4 acres of certain real property in Council District 2, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this zoning district with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice held a public hearing, taking into consideration the above recommendations as well as all oral and written comments received during the public hearings, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the proposed PUD does not affect adversely the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not affect adversely the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and the proposed PUD will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description.  The approximately 3.4 acres of land (Real Estate numbers 163062 0000 and 163062 0100) are located in Council District 2 north of Atlantic Boulevard on the east side of Lee Road between between Atlantic Boulevard and State Road 9A, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property).

Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by L. Charles Mann and Donald C. Brewer.  The applicant listed in the application is L. Charles Mann, with an address of 165 Arlington Road, Jacksonville, Florida 32211 and a telephone number of (904) 721-1546.

Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion small-scale land use amendment application 2005C-029, is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Commercial, Residential and Office (CRO) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, subject to the written description dated March 7, 2006 and the site plan dated September 9, 2005 for the Lee Road Storage PUD, on file as Revised Exhibit 3.  The PUD District for the Subject Property shall generally consist of development of a self-storage facility, all as more specifically shown and described in the Lee Road Storage PUD’s written description and site plan on file as Revised Exhibit 3 with the City Council Legislative Services Division.

Section 4.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a)
The southern boundary contiguous to the new City park shall be a minimum of fifteen (15) feet in width and it shall be maintained as a natural buffer and supplemented as necessary to contain shade/canopy trees at least twenty-five (25) feet on center.  The buffer shall have a visual screen a minimum of 6-feet high and 85% opacity.

(b)
A tree survey shall be provided to the Planning and Development Department at the time of substantial verification of the PUD to ensure that a natural buffer, as provided for in Section IV(2)(3) of the written description, meets or exceeds the requirements of Section 656.1216 as it relates to buffers between uncomplimentary uses.

(c)
The maximum allowable height of structures shall be thirty-five (35) feet.

(d)
The development shall contain cross access easements between adjacent parcels within the PUD site provided the proposed uses are compatible.  Driveway locations and cross access easements are subject to the review and approval of the Traffic Engineering Division.

(e)
All fencing within the development shall consist of materials other than wood or chain link.

(f)
The permitted uses under Section IV(1)(7) of the written description shall be limited to 25% of the structure of which the use is a part.

(g)
The minor repair and servicing of automobiles shall be conducted within a fully enclosed building at all times.

(h)
Lighting shall be shoebox type with full cutoffs with the illumination directed away from any adjacent residential uses.
Section 5.

Contingency.  This ordinance shall not become effective until 31 days after adoption of the companion small-scale land use amendment unless challenged by the state land planning agency; and further provided that if the companion small-scale land use amendment is challenged by the state land planning agency, this rezoning shall not become effective until the state land planning agency or the Administration Commission issues a final order determining the companion small-scale land use amendment is in compliance with Chapter 163, Florida Statutes.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.
