(c) An eight-foot high, 85 percent opaque fence shall be provided for adjoining properties adjacent to lots 32 to 39. 

(d) Prior to verification of substantial compliance, the engineering plans for intersection improvements shall be provided to the Planning and Development Department and subject to the review and concurrency of the District Councilmember.”; and

Purpose

The Parkside Lakes PUD will create an in-fill single family residential development that
takes advantage of the natural features on the site. The PUD rezoning will provide for the
flexibility of design. The uses planned on the site will be compatible with the surrounding
development of the area.

Summary of the Plan

The Parkside Lakes PUD will allow for a one hundred lot subdivision with an entrance road
from Losco Road. The entrance road will be within a 60° right-of-way, for Grey Oaks Lane
which exists along the north side of the site. The site is adjacent to land that is currently
scheduled to be developed as a pubhc park, by the City of Jacksonville. The lots range in
size from the minimum lot size of 7,000 s_f. to 28,300 s.[.

The PUD will create single family dwelling units lots that are compatible with the
surrounding development. This area of Losco Road has developed with single family
dwelling units, with lots of similar size to the ones proposed for the Ponds of Mandann PUD.
