LAND USE AND ZONING COMMITTEE AMENDMENT

Land Use and Zoning Committee offers the following first amendment to File No. 2006-204:

(1) On page 3, line 28 ½ insert a new Section 4 to read as follows:

“Section 4.
Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) Development shall proceed in accordance with the Traffic Engineering Division Memorandum dated March 22, 2006, and the Transportation Planning Division Memorandum dated March 14, 2006, or as otherwise approved by the Traffic Engineering Division and the Planning and Development Department.

(b)
The following uses are prohibited:  filling station, automobile service stations, minor and major repair and service garages, rental of automotive vehicles, trailers and/or trucks, auto laundries, boatyards, carpenter or cabinet shops, sale of new or used automobiles, trucks and/or tractors, mobile homes, boats, consignment shops, express or parcel delivery offices, telephone exchanges, motorbus or other transportation terminals and similar uses, and personal property storage establishments.  Permissible uses by right or exception in the CCG-1 Zoning District not otherwise listed above, shall be permitted through a Zoning Exception.

(c)
There shall be no exemption from Part 8 of the Zoning Code.

(d)
Signage shall not exceed 125 square feet in area and 18 feet in height.

(e)
The required yard along the eastern property line shall be 25 feet.  The required yards on the north and south property lines shall be 10 feet.  Retention ponds may be located in the required yard, but not closer than 10 feet from the east property line.”; and 

(2)
Renumber the remaining Sections; and

(3)
Amend the introduction line to reflect this Amendment.
