Bill Summary: This ordinance authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute a perpetual easement granting a perpetual easement to the State of Florida Department of Transportation for the construction and maintenance of a roadway bridge at University Boulevard and the Arlington River Bridge, at no cost.  In addition, the ordinance authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute a temporary easement granting a temporary easement to FDOT for the construction of a temporary bridge, approach road and embankment, at no cost.  The Mayor and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute the necessary conveyance documents.
Background Information: The easements are needed by FDOT for the construction of the replacement bridge at University Boulevard and the Arlington River in Council District 2.
