BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Perpetual Easement.  The Mayor (or his designee) and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute a perpetual easement in substantially the form as set forth in Exhibit 1, attached hereto, granting a perpetual easement to the State of Florida Department of Transportation for construction and maintenance of a roadway bridge at University Boulevard and the Arlington River bridge.

Section 2.

Temporary Easement.  The Mayor (or his designee) and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute a temporary easement in substantially the form as set forth in Exhibit 2, attached hereto, granting a temporary easement to the State of Florida Department of Transportation for construction of a temporary bridge, approach road and embankment.

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
