MCCLELLAN, AS MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN, PURSUANT TO APPLICATION NUMBER 2006A-007, FOR TRANSMITTAL TO THE STATE OF FLORIDA’S DEPARTMENT OF COMMUNITY AFFAIRS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of Section 650.402(b), Ordinance Code, Application Number 2006A-007 requesting a revision to the Future Land Use Map series of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan to change the future land use designations from Business Park (BP), Light Industrial (LI), Heavy Industrial (HI), and Community/General Commercial (CGC) to Medium Density Residential (MDR) has been filed by Paige Hobbs Johnston, Esquire on behalf of Marian A. McClellan, the owner of certain real property located in Council District 12, as more particularly described in Section 2 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department reviewed the proposed revision and application, held a public information workshop on this proposed amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan, with due public notice having been provided, and having reviewed and considered all comments received during the public workshop, has prepared a written report and rendered an advisory recommendation to the Council with respect to this proposed amendment; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission, acting as the Local Planning Agency (LPA), held a public hearing on this proposed amendment, with due public notice having been provided, reviewed and considered all comments received during the public hearing and made its recommendation to the City Council; and

WHEREAS, the City Council held a public hearing on this proposed amendment with public notice having been provided, pursuant to Section 163.3184, Florida Statutes, and Chapter 650, Part 4, Ordinance Code, and having considered all written and oral comments received during the public hearing, the recommendations of the Planning and Development Department, the Planning Commission and the LUZ Committee, desires to transmit this proposed amendment to the Florida Department of Community Affairs (“DCA”), as the State Land Planning Agency; now, therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Purpose and Intent.  The Council hereby approves for transmittal to the DCA comment a proposed semi-annual revision to the Future Land Use Map series of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan by changing the future land use designations from Business Park (BP), Light Industrial (LI), Heavy Industrial (HI), and Community/General Commercial (CGC) to Medium Density Residential (MDR), pursuant to Application Number 2006A-007.

Section 2.

Subject Property Location and Description.  The approximately 213.84 acres of land are located in Council District 12 south of Normandy Boulevard on the north side of 103rd Street between Chaffee Road South and Alcoy Road (Real Estate number 002222-0000), as more particularly described in Revised Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Revised Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property).
