L DESCRIPTION OF PLANS

Applicant proposes'to rezone approximately 10.4+/- acres to Planned Unit Development (PUD) to allow for the
development of a project known as Gilmore Woods PUD. The parcel shall allow for commercial uses. The
parcel is located on the north side of Merrill Road between the Southside Connector and Wompi Drive.

IL PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT USE RESTRICTIONS

The site shall be developed for commercial uses consistent with the current CCG-1 zoning category and shall also contain on-
site parking as shown on the conceptual site plan.

A. PERMITTED USES AND RESTRICTIONS

The existing Comprehensive Plan designation for this property is CGC. The current zoning is PUD. The purpose
of the application for PUD approval is to allow for a use of the property that is consistent with the CGC category

of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan.

L. Permitted Uses

The permitted commercial uses on the site shall be as follows:
(a) Permitted uses and structures

m Retail outlets for sale of food and drugs, wearing apparel, toys, sundries and notions, books and stationery,
leather goods and luggage, jewelry (including watch repair) art, cameras or photographic supplies
(including camera repair), sporting goods, hobby shops and pet shops (but not animal boarding kennels),

Veterinarians subject to the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part a,
Personal property storage establishments. ’

Retail outlets for the sale of used wearing apparel, toys, books, luggage, jewelry, cameras, sporting goods,
home furnishings and appliances, furniture and similar uses.

Essential services, including water, sewer, gas, telephone, radio, television and electric, meeting the
performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4.

Churches, including a rectory or similar use.

Outside retail salés of holiday items, subject to the performance standards and development criteria :
set forth in Part 4.

Wholesaling or distributorship businesses located within a retail shopping center (but not on an out-parcel
or within a stand alone structure), provided that such use is limited to thirty percent of the total gross square
footage of the retail shopping center of which the wholesaling use or activity is a part, and further provided
there is no warehousing or storage of products not directly associated with the wholesaling or
distributorship business located on the premises.

Restaurants with the outside sale and service of food.

An establishment or facility which includes the retail sale and service of all alcoholic beverages including
liquor, beer or wine for on-premises consumption or off-premises consumption or both, including
permanent or restricted outside sale and service, meeting the performance standards end development
criteria set forth in Part 4.
