ORDINANCE 2006-739
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 604 (COMMERCE AND INDUSTRY), ORDINANCE CODE, ESTABLISHING SECTION 604.111 (AMUSEMENT GAMBLING MACHINES), TO PROHIBIT THE OPERATION OF AMUSEMENT GAMBLING MACHINES OUTSIDE OF AMUSEMENT CENTERS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville is involved in litigation to determine whether amusement gambling machines are illegal under Chapter 849, Florida Statutes; and
WHEREAS, while the courts are determining whether amusement gambling machines are illegal under Chapter 849, Florida Statutes, the City of Jacksonville desires to prohibit establishments from operating within the City of Jacksonville whose sole purpose is to provide amusement gambling machines; now therefore,


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Creation of Section 604.111, Chapter 604 Ordinance Code.  Chapter 604 (COMMERCE AND INDUSTRY), Ordinance Code is amended to create a new section 604.111 (Amusement Gambling Machines) to read as follows:
CHAPTER 604.
COMMERCE AND INDUSTRY
***

Section 604.111.
Amusement Gambling Machines.

(a) As used in this section, amusement gambling machines means machines that are coin-, token- or card-operated games that may entitle a person playing or operating the machine to receive points or coupons, which may be exchanged for, merchandise such as non-cash prizes, toys and novelties.  Amusement gambling machines do not include those machines prohibited by Chapter 849, F.S.
(b) Amusement gambling machines may only be operated in establishments that are bona fide amusement centers.  A bona fide amusement center is an establishment that derives 50 percent of its revenue through one or a combination of the following: 

1)
the sale of food, which is ordered from a menu, prepared and served for pay for consumption on premises only, and

2)
the operation of video machines, pin ball machines, pool tables or other recreational machines or devices which do not entitle the person operating the machine to receive points or coupons.

(c) Any points, coupons, cash or cash-equivalent winnings derived from an amusement gambling machine are prohibited from being redeemed for merchandise, prizes, toys or novelties outside of the bona fide amusement center, and cannot be capable of being redeemed for alcohol or tobacco products.
