AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 604 (COMMERCE AND INDUSTRY), SECTION 604.109 (VIDEO GAME PARLORS), ORDINANCE CODE, TO EXCLUDE ADULT ARCADE CENTERS); AMENDING CHAPTER 604 (COMMERCE AND INDUSTRY) BY CREATING A NEW SECTION 604.111 (ADULT ARCADE CENTERS), ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Chapter 604 (Commerce and Industry), Section 604.109 (Video game parlors), Ordinance Code, is amended to read as follows:

CHAPTER 604. 
COMMERCE AND INDUSTRY
*  *  * 

Sec. 604.109.
Video game parlors.

(a)   As used in this section, video game parlor means any video game establishment, convenience store, sandwich shop or other establishment or store, excluding adult arcade centers regulated under section 604.111, which has coin- or token-operated video game, pin ball machines or other recreational machines or devices available for operation by the public.

Section 2.

Chapter 604 (Commerce and Industry), Section 604.111 (Adult arcade centers), Ordinance Code, is created to read as follows:

Sec. 604.111.
Adult arcade centers.
(a)
As used in this section, an adult arcade center means a place of business, excluding those establishments permitted under section 849.161(1)(a)(2), Florida Statutes, having games or machines which operate by means of the insertion of a coin and which may entitle the person playing or operating the game or machine to receive points or coupons which may be exchanged for merchandise or prizes. 
(b)
Every adult arcade center which has less than sixty percent of the floor area of the premises utilized for the preparation, sale and service of food, ordered from a menu, prepared and served for pay for consumption on premises only; and the operation of video machines, pin ball machines, pool tables or other recreational machines or devices which do not entitle the person operating the machine to receive points or coupons; or a combination thereof, shall display a sign, at least 8 ½” x 11” in size, using a font of a minimum 28-point, in a clear, transparent cover or frame and mounted in such a manner that is clearly legible and conspicuous from the entrance of the adult arcade center and at each end of each row of games or machines, that discloses the actual minimum odds of winning points, coupons or other winnings and the minimum payout ratio for each game or machine.
(c)
Every adult arcade center which has less than sixty percent of the floor area of the premises utilized for the preparation, sale and service of food, ordered from a menu, prepared and served for pay for consumption on premises only; and the operation of video machines, pin ball machines, pool tables or other recreational machines or devices which do not entitle the person operating the machine to receive points or coupons; or a combination thereof, shall display a sign, at least 8 ½” x 11” in size, using a font of a minimum 36-point, in a clear, transparent cover or frame and mounted in such a manner that is clearly legible and conspicuous from the entrance of the adult arcade center and the entrance to the restrooms, that states “FOR GAMBLING PROBLEMS HELP AVAILABLE 24 HOURS A DAY CONFIDENTIAL CALL 888-ADMIT-IT 1-888-236-4848 Hotline sponsored by: Florida Council on Compulsive Gambling www.gamblinghelp.org.” 
(d)
Every adult arcade center which has less than sixty percent of the floor area of the premises utilized for the preparation, sale and service of food, ordered from a menu, prepared and served for pay for consumption on premises only; and the operation of video machines, pin ball machines, pool tables or other recreational machines or devices which do not entitle the person operating the machine to receive points or coupons; or a combination thereof, shall have at least twenty games or machines, which may entitle the person playing or operating the game or machine to receive points or coupons which may be exchanged for merchandise or prizes, that cost no more than ten cents per play. 
(e)
It shall be unlawful to allow alcoholic beverages to be, sold, dispensed, consumed, possessed or offered for sale or consumption on the premises of any adult arcade center which has less than sixty percent of the floor area of the premises utilized for the preparation, sale and service of food, ordered from a menu, prepared and served for pay for consumption on premises only; and the operation of video machines, pin ball machines, pool tables or other recreational machines or devices which do not entitle the person operating the machine to receive points or coupons.
(f)
Upon request by a law enforcement officer, which shall be made while the adult arcade center is open for business, the owner or operator of an adult arcade center shall make available for immediate inspection any game or machine, which operates by means of the insertion of a coin and which may entitle the person playing the machine to receive points or coupons which can be exchanged for merchandise or prizes, for compliance with this section.
(g)
It shall be unlawful and a class D offense for any person owning; operating; or leasing, whether lessee or lessor; an establishment regulated under this section to suffer or permit any violation of this section. Each incident of violation shall constitute a separate offense.
(h)
Nothing in this section shall be deemed to authorize any activity prohibited by Chapter 849, F.S. 
Section 3.  
Effective Date.
