AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 0.50( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 8 AT 1326 martin luther king jr. parkway and 1326 20th street west BETWEEN myrtle avenue AND barnett street (R.E. NOs. 045987-0000 and 045988-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY first coast business investment corporation, FROM rld-g (residential low density-g) and ccg-2 (commercial community/general-2) DISTRICTs TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit multi-family residential uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE myrtle avenue town homes PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, First Coast Business Investment Corporation, the owner of approximately 0.50( acres located in Council District 8 at 1326 Martin Luther King Jr. Parkway and 1326 20th Street West between Myrtle Avenue and Barnett Street (R.E. Nos. 045987-0000 and 045988-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from RLD-G (Residential Low Density-G) and CCG-2 (Commercial Community/General-2) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from RLD-G (Residential Low Density-G) and CCG-2 (Commercial Community/General-2) Districts to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated April 12, 2006 and written description dated April 24, 2006 for the Myrtle Avenue Town Homes PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit multi-family residential uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both on file as Exhibit 2 in the City Council Legislative Services Division.

Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) Development shall proceed in accordance with the Traffic Engineering Division Memorandum dated August 8, 2006, and attached hereto as Exhibit 3, and the Transportation Planning Division Memorandum dated July 31, 2006, and attached hereto as Exhibit 4, or as otherwise approved by the Traffic Engineering Division and the Planning and Development Department.

(b)
The development shall be subject to the construction of an eight foot tall, 100% opaque fence along the south property line.

(c)
The development shall provide a landscape buffer of varying width interior to the required fence along the south property line, subject to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department and the Public Works Department.


Section 3.
