WHEREAS, Brumos Motor Cars, Inc., and S.D.S. Autos, Inc., the owners of approximately 32.12( acres located in Council District 12 at 7010 Bonanza Drive and 6097 & 6111 Townsend Road, as more particularly described in Revised Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Revised Exhibit 2, both attached hereto (Subject Property), have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from RMD-A and CCG-2 Districts to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from RMD-A and CCG-2 Districts to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated July 11, 2006 and written description dated September 7, 2006 for the Lexus and Mercedes Benz of Orange Park PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 3.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.

I DESCRIPTION OF PLANS

" Applicant proposes to rezone approximately 32.12 acres from CCG-2 and RMD-A to Planned Unit Development
(PUD) to allow for the development of a mixed-use project known as Lexus and Mercedes Benz of Orange Park
PUD. The parce! shall allow for a mix of Commercial General. The parcel is located at the northwest corner of
Blanding Boulevard and Townsend Road.

1L PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPII\'.IENT USE RESTRICTIONS

The site shalt be developed for commetcial uses consistent with the current CCG-2 zoning category and shall aiso contain on-
site parking as shown on the conceptual site plan. ’

A.  PERMITTED USES AND RESTRICTIONS

The existing Comprehensive Plan designation for this property is CGC and MOR. The current zoning is CCG-2
and RMD-A. The purpose of the application for PUD approval is to allow for a use of the property that is
consistent with the CGC category of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan. The project shall.initially be constructed as
depicted in conceptual renderings as shown on Exhibit “F” to be a part of the initial approval. "All subsequent site
plans shall be subject to the review of the Planning and Development Department. The attached site plan details
an automobile dealership which shall allow for sale and service of new and used automobiles as well as accessory
and related services. '

Permitted Uses and Restrictions ~ Ground Floor

The permitted uses on the site in addition to those in the site plan shall be:

m Retail outlets for sale of food and drugs, wearing apparel, toys, sundries and notions, books and stationery,
leather goods and luggage, jewelry (including watch repair), art, cameras or photographic supplies
(including camera repair), sporting goods, hobby shops and pet shops, musical instruments, florist or gift
shops, delicatessens, bakeries, home furnishing and appliances (including repair incidental to sales), office
equipment or furniture antiques, hardware, new automobile parts (including rebuiit parts), accessories, new
or used automobiles, trucks and tractors, boats, automotive vehicle parts {but not automobile wrecking
vards, junkyards or scrap processing yards), heavy machinery and equipment, dairy supplies, feed,
fertilizer, plant nurseries, lumber and building supplies and similar products.

equipment rentals, ice delivery stations, job printing or newspapers, radio or television offices and studios,
broadcasting transmitters, telephone and cellular telephone antenna facilities, and similar uses.

- Vehicular access to the property will be from Blanding Boulevard and Townsend Road as generally shown on the
conceptual site plan. All ingress and egress points shall be designed and constructed in accordance with City
standards and shall be subject to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department and the

Traffic Engineer.

3. Pedestrian Circulation System
Sidewalks currently exist along Blanding Boulevard and Townsend Road, and both shall be maintained.
C. DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS

1. Retention

Stormwater retention/detention system shall be designed and constructed in accordance w1th the requirements of
the City of Jacksonville and the ST. Johns Rl\fer Water Management District.

2. Ulities

. REVISED EXHIBIT 3
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All streets and drainage improvements will be designed and constructed in accordance with the standards and
specifications. of the City of Jacksonville and the Public Works Department. The electrical power will be
underground. The sewer service will be gravity flow and the potable water will be furnished by JEA as well as
water for the fire hydrants.

3. Site Lighting

Any and all forms of exterior lighting or interior parking lighting shall be installed to localize illumination onto
the property, and to minimize unreasonable interference or impact on any adjacent property outside of the PUD.

D. PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT DESIGN GUIDELINES

1. Signage
All signage shall be in accordance with the requirements of the CCG-1.

4. Mechanical Equipment

Vents, wireless communications, facili.ties, antennas or bsatel]ite dishes shall not be visible from street level. Any
and. all required or installed noise-producing equipment or appurtenances shall be designed, located and
.adequately buffered to minimize the impact of noise on adjacent property outside the PUD.

E. SU.CCES_SORS IN TITLE .

All successo;'s in title to the property, or any portion of the property, shall be bound to the conditions o1 <liis PUD. )
F.  EXTERNAL COMPATIBILITY

1. Uses onior Near the Perimeter of the PUD

No retail use shall be allo“;ed within 100 feet of the westerly boundary of the PUD.

G. ' INTENSITY OF DEVELOPMEN;F

l.. Proposed Use ’

The proposed PUD is a car dealership and shall allow for on:site parking.

2. Availability of Utility Services

All utilities are available for the proposed PUD.

3. Access to and Suitability of Transportation Arteries

The proposed PUD is located at the intersection of Blanding Boulevard and Townsend Road and has convenient
access to Interstate 295. The proposed development will have access points on Blanding Boulevard and
Townsend Road. The design of the internal circulation is designed for low-speed residential traffic, with
transportation signage meeting the City of Jacksonville requirements.
