(a) Development shall proceed in accordance with the Traffic Engineering Division Memorandum dated July 5, 2007, or as otherwise approved by the Traffic Engineering Division and the Planning and Development Department.

(b)
Wholesaling, warehousing, distribution, and similar uses shall not be permitted.

(c)
Inside storage shall be subordinate and incidental to the primary use.

(d)
No outside storage shall be permitted.

(e)
The buildings shall not exceed 34,000 square feet in area and shall not exceed 25 feet in height for a flat roof, or 27 feet, 6 inches in height for a pitched roof.
(f)
An aeration fountain shall be located in the retention pond located on site.

(g)
The fence along the west property line shall be a minimum of 10 feet inside the property line.

(h)
All turns in the perimeter fence shall be set at a 45 degree angle.

(i)
The required shade trees to be planted along the west property line on Lourcey Street shall be planted west of the fence.

(j)
The driveway shall be designed to encourage left turns for exiting movements and a sign shall be placed at the exit prohibiting right turn movements.”; and

Renumber the remaining Sections; and


(4)
Strike Exhibit 3 and replace it with Revised Exhibit 3; and

(5)
Amend the introduction line to reflect this Amendment.

Kings Road, designed in a manner (0 encourage traftic to travel to the site from Sunbeam Road and exit
only toward Sunbeam Road. This property is located directly across the street from a CSX Railroad and
Light Industrial land currently owned by Gate Petroleum and used as a storage facility for gas tanks and gas
tanker trucks. The 3.4+/- acres is sparsely treed. The property currently is being used as a nursery and an
imgation/landscape business is run from the site.

B. ADDITIONAL DESIGN CRITERIA
1. FENCING
The western part of the property along with the property that fronts Lourcey
Street shall have a six foot 95% opaque fence runmng continuously along
the property line.

Parking shall be copsistent with the'requirements of Part 6 of the Zoning \ !
Code, however, no vehicles greater than Lhree ton capacity shall be parked on the site.

3. ACCESS
Vehicular access to the property will be provided from Old Historic Kings
Rd. The site plan dated and made a part of this application clearly shows

the access points. The entry way will be designed to encourage entrance to the site
from the south, from Sunbeam Road, and exit only to the north, toward Sunbeam Road.
Traffic will be encouraged to not use Lourcey Street as a means of travel. .
Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks installed in accordance
with the 2010 comprehensive Plan.
4. LANDSCAPE
Landscape will be designed in accordance with City of Jacksonville
Land Use Regulation 656 part 12., however, there shall be a 20’ landscape buffer along
the western part of the property and the part of the property fronting Lourcey Street. A
shade tree shall be planted every forty linear feet within the landscape buffer.
5. DRAINAGE "

The drainage will be routed through the stormwater treatment
system as per St Johns River Water Management District criteria, treated and then
discharged. Stormwater retention systems will be constructed on site as needed.

6. PHASING
This project will be developed in one phase.
7. UTILITIES

The project will be served with public water and sewer service by JEA.
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8. SIGNAGE

(1) One street frontage sign per lot, not to exceed (1) square foot for each linear foot
of street frontage, 1o maximum size of two hundred (200) square feet in area for every
two hundred (200) linear feet of street frontage or portion thereof, is permitted
provided signs are located no closer than two hundred (200) feet apart, as provided in
the Zoning Code. Such freestandmg signs shall be of monument style or as otherwise
approved by the Planning and Development Department, not to exceed twenty-five
(25) feet in heaght, and shall have architectural elements and design consistent with the
buildings with which they are associated.

(2.) Wall signs not to exceed ten percent (10%) of the square footage of the
occupancy frontage of the building abutting a public right-of-way are permitted.

footage for wall signs on the building in question.

9. SIDEWALKS
Sidewalks will be provided as per the requirements of the City of Jacksonville
Comprehensive Plan. . '

10.  Circulation and Roadway Design
Prior to verification of substantial compliance pursuant to Section 656.34 1(G) Zoning

Code, the vehicular access and design of said access
Points and interior vehicular circulation, connections, and termination of
Roadways including design of pavement, nght-of-way width, and general
Design, will be submitied to Planning Department, Transportation Planning, Public
Works and Traffic Engineer. This roadway layout is a conceptual and may be adjusted
for engineering, geometry and other requirements.

DEVELOPMENT PLAN APPROVAL

With each request for verification of substantial compliance with this PUD, a
preliminary development plan shall be submitted to the City of Jacksonville Planning and
Development identifying all existing and proposed uses within the Property, and showing
the general layout of the overall Property.

The Property will be developed in a manner to
encourage traffic to enter from the north and exit in the same direction, toward Sunbeam
rd. and away from Lourcey Street.
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D. External Compatibility/Intensity of Development. The property is adjacent to Light ' .
Industrial property to the east and Rural residential to the west. The property will serve as

a buffer and an appropriate transition between the two. N
