AN ORDINANCE DESIGNATING THE CAPE SUBDIVISION AS A GOLF CART COMMUNITY PURSUANT TO SECTION 316.212, FLORIDA STATUTES;  DESIGNATING CAPE DRIVE NORTH, CAPE DRIVE SOUTH, CAPE DRIVE EAST, LANDMARK CIRCLE NORTH, LANDMARK CIRCLE SOUTH, LANDMARK COURT, CAPE FOREST TRAIL, CAPSTAN DRIVE, COMPASS DRIVE, NINA WAY, CAPE VIEW DRIVE, REEF DRIVE SOUTH, REEF DRIVE WEST, REEF COURT, AND MAINSAIL CIRCLE NORTH AS APPROPRIATE FOR USE BY GOLF CARTS, SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS HEREIN;  FINDING THAT GOLF CARTS MAY SAFELY TRAVEL ON OR ACROSS THE RIGHTS-OF-WAY NAMED HEREIN; DIRECTING POSTING OF SIGNS INDICATING THAT GOLF CART OPERATION IS PERMITTED ON THE RIGHTS-OF-WAY NAMED HEREIN, SUBJECT TO REIMBURSEMENT TO THE CITY BY THE CAPE COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Cape Community Association requested designation of the Cape Subdivision as a “Golf Cart Community”, by letter attached hereto as Exhibit 1; and


WHEREAS, Section 316.212, Florida Statutes, attached hereto as Exhibit 2, permits the operation of golf carts upon rights-of-way,  subject to the requirements therein; and

WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office has reviewed this request and does not object to the designations herein, as conditioned; and


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville Traffic Engineering Division has reviewed this request and does not object to the designations herein, as conditioned; and


WHEREAS, the City Council finds that golf carts may safely travel on or across Cape Drive North, Cape Drive South, Cape Drive East, Landmark Circle North, Landmark Circle South, Landmark Court, Cape Forest Trail, Capstan Drive, Compass Drive, Nina Way, Cape View Drive, Reef Drive South, Reef Drive West, Reef Court, and Mainsail Circle North; and

WHEREAS, the City Council and the Transportation, Energy, Utilities, and Safety Committee held public hearings on the proposed designation; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Golf Cart Community Designation.
The Cape Subdivision is designated as a “Golf Cart Community” pursuant to Section 316.212, Florida Statutes, and the following rights-of-way are designated for use by golf carts, subject to conditions in Section 2 below:  Cape Drive North, Cape Drive South, Cape Drive East, Landmark Circle North, Landmark Circle South, Landmark Court, Cape Forest Trail, Capstan Drive, Compass Drive, Nina Way, Cape View Drive, Reef Drive South, Reef Drive West, Reef Court, and Mainsail Circle North.

Section 2.

Designation Approved Subject to Conditions. The designation in Section 1 is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a)
Drivers of golf carts shall be at least sixteen years old and shall hold a valid driver’s license.

(b)
Only golf carts equipped with headlights, tail lights, brake lights, and turn signals may be operated on the public rights-of-way between sunset and sunrise.  All other golf carts shall only be operated between sunrise and sunset (daylight hours).
Section 3.

Signage.
The Public Works Department shall post appropriate signage to indicate that golf cart operation is permitted on the rights-of-way identified in Section 1.  Signage shall include at least one sign at the entrance to the Cape Subdivision, and other signage throughout the Cape Subdivision only as deemed necessary by the Department of Public Works.  The Cape Community Association shall reimburse the City for the cost and installation of such signage as agreed in Exhibit 1, attached hereto.


Section 4.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

Title XXiHl Chapter 31
MOTOR VEHICLES STATE UNIFORM TRAFFIC CONTROL

316.212 Operation of golf carts on certain roadways.--The operation of a golf cart upon the
public roads or streets of this state is prohibited except as provided herein:

(1) A golf cart may be operated only upon a county road that has been designated by a county, or
a municipal street that has been designated by a municipality, for use by golf carts. Prior to making
such a designation, the responsible locat governmental entity must first determine that golf carts
may safely travel on or cross the public road or street, considering factors including the speed,
volume, and character of motor vehicle traffic using the road or street. Upon a determination that
golf carts may be safely operated on a designated road or street, the.responsible governmental
entity shall post appropriate signs to indicate that such operation is allowed.

(2) A golf cart may be operated on a part of the State Highway System only under the following
conditions: .

(a) To cross a portion of the State Highway System which intersects a county road or municipal
street that has been designated for use by golf carts if the Department of Transportation has
reviewed and approved the location and design of the crossing and any traffic control devices
needed for safety purposes.

(b) To cross, at midblock, a part of the State Highway System where a golf course is constructed
on both sides of the highway if the Department of Transportation has reviewed and approved the
location and design of the crossing and any traffic control devices needed for safety purposes.

(c) A golf cart may be operated on a state road that has been designated for transfer to a tocal
government unit pursuant to s. 335.0415 if the Department of Transportation determines that the
operation of a golf cart within the right-of-way of the road will not impede the safe and efficient
flow of motor vehicular traffic. The department may authorize the operation of golf carts on such a
road if:

1. The road is the only available public road along which golf carts may travel or cross or the road
provides the safest travel route among alternative routes available; and :

2. The speed, volume, and character of motor vehicular'traffic using the road is considered in
making such a determination.

Upon its determination that golf carts may be operated on a given road, the department shall post
appropriate signs on the road to indicate that such operation is allowed.

(3) Any other provision of this section to the contrary notwithstanding, a golf cart may be
operated for the purpose of crossing a street or highway where a single mobile home park is
located on both sides of the street or highway and is divided by that street or highway, provided
that the governmental entity having original jurisdiction over such street or highway shall review
and approve the location of the crossing and require implementation of any traffic controls needed
for safety purposes. This subsection shall apply only to residents or guests of the mobile home
park. Any other provision of law to the contrary notwithstanding, if notice is posted at the
entrance and exit to any mobile home park that residents of the park utilize golf carts or electric
vehicles within the confines of the park it shall not be necessary that the park have a gate or other
device at the entrance and exit in order for such golf carts or electric vehicles to be lawfully
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operated in the park.

(4) A golf cart may be operated only during the hours between sunrise and sunset, unless the
responsible governmental entity has determined that a gotf cart may be operated during the hours
between sunset and sunrise and the golf cart is equ:pped with headlights, brake lights, turn signals,
and a windshield.

(5) A golf cart must be equipped with efficient brakes, reliable steering apparatus, safe tires, a
rearview mirror, and red reflectorized warning devices in both the front and rear.

.(6) A golf cart may not be operated on public roads or streets by any person under the age of 14.

(7) A local governmental entity may enact an ordinance regarding golf cart operation and
equipment which is more restrictive than those enumerated in this section. Upon enactment of any
such ordinance, the local governmental entity shall post appropriate signs or otherwise inform the
residents that such an ordinance exists and that it shall be enforced within the local government’s
jurisdictional territory. An ordinance referred to in this section must apply only to an unlicensed
driver.

(8) A violation of this section is a noncriminal traffic infraction, punishable pursuant to chapter
318 as a moving violation for infractions of subsection (1), subsection (2), subsection (3),
subsection (4}, or a local ordinance corresponding thereto and enacted pursuant to subsection (7),
or punishable pursuant te chapter 318 as a nonmoving violation for infractions of subsection (5),
subsection (6), or a local ordinance corresponding thereto and enacted pursuant to subsection (7).
