WHEREAS, Roger B. Lingenfelter, the owner of approximately 0.20( acres located in Council District 14 at 4453 St. Johns Avenue between Roosevelt Boulevard and Fair Street (R.E. No. 069133-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from RLD-G (Residential Low Density-G) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from RLD-G (Residential Low Density-G) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated October 23, 2006 and written description dated October 13, 2006 for the 4453 St. Johns Avenue PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit office or residential uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Condition. This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition:

(a) Development shall proceed in accordance with the Traffic Engineering Division Memorandum dated November 27, 2006, or as otherwise approved by the Traffic Engineering Division and the Planning and Development Department.
