1L INTRODUCTION

West Kernan, LLC (the “Applicant”) proposes to rezone approximately 34.77+ acres of
property at the northwest quadrant of Beach Boulevard and Kernan Boulevard from CCG-1 and
CO to Planned Unit Development (“PUD”). The property is more particularly described by the
legal description attached hereto as Exhibit “A”(the “Property™). As described below, the PUD
zoning district is being sought to provide for commercial development.

The Property lies within the CGC land use category on the Future Land Use Map of the
Comprehensive Plan. The Property is currently zoned Commercial/lCommunity General -1
(CCG-1) and Commercial Office (CQO). :

II. °~ PUD DEVELOPMENT CRITERIA

A. Permitted Uses

Development within the PUD shall not meet or exceed the thresholds for a development
of regional impact as set forth in Section 380.0651, Florida Statutes (2006).

This section of the Written Description addresses the items required in Section
656.341(c)(2)(ii) of the Zoning Code: Permitied Uses and Structures, Permitted Accessory Uses
and Structures, Minimum Lot Requirements (width/density/area), Maximum Lot Coverage by all
Buildings and Structures, Minimum and/or Maximum Yard Requirements, and Maximum Height
of Structures. i )
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Commercial, Office, and Institutional uses and related amenities, as described in
Subsection B below, shall be permitted in the PUD as shown on the PUD Site Plan, attached
hereto as Exhibit “E”.

The PUD may feature uses which are integrated horizontally and vertically, with
associated shared parking.

B. Description of Uses

C. Accessorv Uses and Structures

Accessory uscs and structures are permitted if those uses and structures are of the naiure
customarily incidental and clearly subordinate to a permitted principal use or structure and these
uses and structures are located on the same lot (or contiguous lot in the same ownership) as the
principal use. Whether attached or detached to a building or structure containing the principal
use, the accessory structure shall be considered as a part of the principal building. Accessory
uses shall not involve operations or structures not in keeping with character of the district where
located and shall be subject to the following:

E.. - Access

1. Beach and Kernan Boulevards, as shown on the PUD Site. Plan, will
provide the primary access to the PUD. Internal access roads will be constructed as
necessary within the PUD. The location and design of the proposed access points as
shown on the PUD Site Plan is schematic and may be subject to realignment prior to
development. The design of the internal access roads, if any, and all access points will be
subject to the review and approval of the City Traffic Engineer and Planning and
Development Depanmem Cross access to adjacent parcels shall be perrmlted

2. Vehicular and pedestrian cross-access shall be required for all parcels and
out-parcels internal to the PUD.

3. For uses within the PUD, there shall be no required street frontage.
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4. The PUD Site Plan assumes the programmed construction of an
interchange a1 Beach and Kernan Boulevards and the recommended alignment of the
interchange north/south on Kernan Boulevard. If the proposed interchange is ultimately
approved with an alignment east/west on Beach Boulevard, then access to Beach and
Keman Boulevards as shown on the PUD Site Plan may be revised by administrative
modification subject to the review and approval of the City Traffic Engineer and
Planning and Development Department.

3. The applicant and the Jacksonville Transportation Authority (JTA) intend
1o enter into an agreement providing for the acquisition of a portion of the Property along
Kernan Boulevard to allow for -the construction of the proposed - Beach/Keman
Interchange. Therefore the design of the development within the PUD shall continue up
to the new right-of-way resulting after such acquisition by JTA.

F. Communitv Development District

Nothing in this PUD shall be construed as prohibiting or limiting the ability of the
Applicant to establish a Community Development District for the ownership, development,
operation, and maintenance of common facilities and infrastructure.

G. Signage

The purpose of these sign criteria standards is to establish a coordinated signage program
that provides for directional communication in a distinctive and aesthetically pleasing manner.
All project identity and directional signs shall be architecturally compatible with the buildings
represented.

A summary table of the proposed sign regulations is shown on the Signage Guidelines
Table below. ) .

1. Community Identification Monument Signé at Major Entrances.

As shown on the PUD Site Plan, community identification monument signs will be
permitted at the major entrances to the PUD. These signs may be two sided and externally or
internally illuminated. These signs shall be oriented to Beach Boulevard and Kernan Boulevard,
respectively. These signs will identify the PUD community.

Each of these monument signs for the PUD will not exceed thirty-five (35) feet in height
and two hundred (200) square feet (each side) in area. One of these monument signs may be
incorporated into an architectural icon up to fifty (50) feet in height, subject to the review and
approval of the Planning and Development Department. These signs will bz located not less'than
two hundred (200) feet apart.
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2. Commercial, Office and Institutional Uses: Identity Monument Signs.

[dentity monument signs are permitted for each Commercial use not othenwise identified
by a monument sign as provided above. Each such use will be permitted one (1) externally or
internally illuminated identity monument sign with two sides and may not exceed twenty-five
(25) feet in height and fifty (50) square feet (each side) in area. These signs will be oriented to
the street on-which the lot has {rontage, identifying the building (tenant) as a whole and/or its
predominant use. Multiple tenants within one building or a connected series of buildings on a lot
may be identified with one shared monument sign.

A

3. Commercial, Office, and Institutional Uses: Other Signs.

Wall signs are permitted and shall not exceed ten (10) perlcenl of the square foofage of the
occupancy frontage or respective sides of the building facing the public rights-of-way.

In addition to wall signs, awning signs are permitted and shall not exceed ten (10) percent
of the square footage of the occupancy frontage or respective sides of the building facing the
public rights-of-way; provided, any square footage utilized for an awning sign shall be subtracted
from the allowable square footage that can be utilized for wall signs.

Under canopy signs are permitted. One (1) under the canopy sign per occupancy is
permitted not exceeding a maximum of twenty (20) square feet in area per side; provided, any
square footage utilized for an -under the canopy sign shall be subtracted from the allowable
square footage that can be utilized for wall signs.

Directional signs indicating major buildings, common areas, various building entries, will
be permitted. The design of these signs should reflect the character of the use identity signs and
may include the project logo and name. For predominately vehicle directional signage, such
signs shall be a maximum of four (4) square feet in area per sign face. For pedestrian directional
signage, such as “informational side walk kiosks”, 1, 2, 3 or 4 sided (or cylindrical), such signs
shall be a maximum of twenty (20) square feet per side and a maximum of twelve (12) feet in
height. All Vehicular Control Signs shall meet the requirements of the Manual on Uniform
Traffic Control Devices with decorative post(s) and finials.

Real estate and construction signs are permitted. Signs of a maximum of thirty-two (32)
square feet in area and twelve (12) feet in height for model homes also shall be permitted.

Because all identity and directional signs are architectural features intended to be
compatible with and complimentary of the buildings in the PUD, they may be located in
structures or frames that are part of the architecture of the project. Accordingly, sign area for all
such signs as well as wall, awning, and under the canopy signs, shall be computed on the basis of
the smallest regular geometric shape encompassing the outermost individual letters, words, or
numbers on the sign.

Banner signs will be permitted not to exceed fifty (50) square feet in area. The banners
shall be permitted to display logos and/or the name of the project and/or owner or developer and
identify sales activities. Festival banners placed on street light poles are permitted.
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Signs required by environmental permitting 1o be posted in common areas such us
stormwater (acilities shall be permitted.

H. Architectural Guidelines.
1. Areas such as utilities, maintenance, and loading/unloading zones shall be

screened from the public streets or right-of-way by a visual screen eight (8) foot in height
and 100 percent opaque.

2. The architectural design and features of the buildings in the West Kernan
PUD shall be consistent and compatible with those of the surrounding commercial and
residential uses. Furthermore, the designs and features shall be subject to the review and
approval of the West Kernan Architecture Review Committee, to be created by the owner
prior to issuance of a certificate of occupancy.

3. Storefront Design: Storefronts will be designed to reinforce the character
and image of the center and promote pedestrian connectivity between buildings and
parcels.

4. Storefront Fagade Components: The development will establish basic
design concepts to support a higher level of quality and attention to detail. The following
are conceptual examples of potential practices to create a theme:
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a. Building Size: >20,000sf:  Building may have architectural .
details including faux windows, and variation in wall planes,
creating relief of large masses and offering areas for landscaping,
planters or hardscape features. Efforts should be made to mitigate
the large wall areas (Big Box Effect) and the architecture should
reflect a base, middle. and top with emphasis on the use of arches,
colonnades and display windows covering at least 30% of ali
primary facades. Large masses should be designed to appear as
aggregates of smaller, harmonious parts, with varied roof forms,
building fronts and tops. '

(1) Contrasting banding, pilasters, and fagade fenestration shall
be used.

) Materials should include a combination of brick, split face
colored or painted concrete masonry units, and stucco.

3) Flat roofs with parapets should have contrasting-colored
caps. Comices are encouraged, including molded and
projecting horizontal members that crown and reflect the
style of the building. Varied parapets, mansards, facades,
roof heights and roof configurations should be used to
avoid monotonous roof lines.

b. Building Size up to 20,000sf: Buildings should  have
architectural details with contrasting banding, pilasters, fagade
fenestration, etc., to create continuity with the larger buildings.

(1) Window awnings should be used where appropriate.

2) Matenials should include a combination of brick or brick

fagade, split face colored or painted concrete block, and
stucco.

5. Lighting: PUD lighting shall be designed and installed so as to
minimize interference with neighboring residential parcels. All parking lot light poles
shall be limited to a maximum height of thirty-five (35) feet, and will include “cut-offs”
where appropriate.

6. Building Orientation: The design of all commercial and service
buildings within the PUD shall be “four-sided”, such that the buildings will present an
architecturally consistent, finished appearance from all directions, with any necessary
service bays, loading areas and the like screened f{rom public right-of-ways; provided,
however, that the rear of any buildings adjacent to the northern property line need not
have a finished appearance but instead must be screened {rom adjacent properties.
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1. Construction Offices/Real Estate Sales and LC:lSini

On-site, temporary construction offices/sales and leasing offices will be permitted.in any
parcel or *‘phase” until that parcel or “phase” is built out.

J. Silviculture Uses Mav Continue,

Silviculture operations are a permitted use in this PUD and may continue at this site until
build-out.

K. Landscaping/Fencing/Screening/Buffering.

The PUD will be developed in accordance with Part 12 of the City’s Zoning Code
(Landscape and Tree Protection regulations) with the following additional provisions:

1. Landscaping standards shall be applied taking into consideration the entire
use or development at issue. For individual lots within the PUD which may own their
sites in fee simple, required landscaping may be provided “off-site” within the PUD and
may be shared with other uses, so long as the Applicant demonstrates that the PUD in its
entirety provides sufficient landscaping for all proposed uses therein. Landscape
standards shall be applied within the PUD without regard to property ownership
boundaries, which may exist among individual uses.

2. A modification from the requirements of Part 12 of the Zoning Code
(Landscape and Tree Protection Regulations) may be permitted within the PUD as an
administrative modification to the PUD subject to the review and approval of the
Planmng and development Department.

3. A perimeter landscape area averaging twenty (20) feet in width, and at no
point less than fifteen (15) feet nor more than thirty (30) feet in width, shall be
maintained along ‘all portions of the property that abut Beach and Kernan Boulevards,
except at the locations of driveway connections with these roadways. This perimeter
landscape area shall be required notwithstanding any potential widening of Beach or
Kernan Boulevards in conjunction with the interchange improvements planned for that
intersection, and shall contain twice the total number of landscape materials otherwise -
required for such perimeter landscaping by the Zoning code.

L. Madifications

Amendment to this approved PUD district may be accomphshed through either an
administrative modification, minor. modification, or by filing an application for rezoning as
authorized by this PUD or by Section 656.341 of the Zoning Code. Any use not specifically
listed, but similar 0 or associated with a listed use may be allowed by administrative
modification or minor modification.
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PUD amendments, includiig administrative deviations, administrative or minor
modifications, or rezonings, may be sought for individual parcels or access points within the
PUD. Such PUD amendments may be sought by the owner of the parcel which is the subject of
the amendment and without the consent of other PUD owners.

M. Parking

ER1113-

Off street parking will be provided in accordance with Part 6 of the City’s-Zoning Code
(Off-street Parking and Loading Regulations) with the following additional and superceding
provisions:

1. Parking shall be provided in accordance with the following standards
(based upon parking generation studies conducted by the Urban Land Institute--ULI):

a. Retail/Commercial and Restaurants: 4.0 spaces per 1,000 s.f. GLA
- b. Office: ' 3.0 spaces per 1,000 s.f. GLA
c. Hotel: . » ‘ 1.0 space per room
2. Parkiﬁg standards shall be applied taking into.consideration the entire use

or development at issue. For individual lots which may own their sites in fee simple,
required off-street parking may be provided “off-site” within the PUD and may be shared
with other uses, so long as the PUD in its entirety provides sufficient off-street parking
for all proposed uses therein.

3. A modification from the requirements of Part 6 of the Zoning Code (Off-
street Parking and Loading Regulations) may be permitted within the PUD as an
administrative modification to the PUD subject to the review of the Planning and
Development Department. Grounds for such modifications include the sharing of
parking among uses with parking demands at different times.

N. Sidewalks. Trails and Bikeways:

Sidewalks and bikeways shall be provided as required in the Comprehensive Plan and
Code of Subdivision Regutations.

Trails and pedestrian walkways also will be provided as shown on the PUD Site Plan to
provide access among parcels.
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Al Consistency_ With the Comprehensive Plan: The PUD will be developed
consistent with the applicable land use categories of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan.

B. Consistency with the Concurrency Management Svstem: The PUD will be
developed consistent with the requirements of the Concurrency Management System.

C. Allocation_of Residential Land Use: The PUD is consistent with land use
allocations under the 2010 Comprehensive Plan.

D. Internal Compatibilitv: The PUD provides for integrated design and compatible
uses within the PUD.

E. External Compatibilitv/Intensitv of Development: The PUD proposes uses
and provides design mechanisms which are compatible with surrounding uses.

F. Maintenance of Common_Areas and Infrastructure: Al common areas will
be maintained by an owners’ association.

G. Usable Open spaces, Plazas, Recreation Areas: The PUD provides ample open
spaces.

H. Impact on Wetlands: Any development impacting wetlands will be permitted
pursuant to local, state and federal permitting requirements.

I. Listed Species Regulations: Because the property is less than 30 acres, a
wildlife report is not required.

J. Off-Street Parking Including Loading and Unloading Areas: The PUD
provides ample off street parking and loading areas.

K. Sidewalks. Trails. and Bikewavs: Internal sidewalks complying with the
requirements of Section 654 of the City of Jacksonville Ordinance Code will be provided.
