WHEREAS, West Kernan, LLC, the owner of approximately 34.77( acres located in Council District 3 on Kernan Boulevard between Beach Boulevard and Kernan Boulevard (R.E. No. 167065-0000), as more particularly described in Revised Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from CCG-1 (Commercial Community/General-1) and CO (Commercial Office) Districts to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore

Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from CCG-1 (Commercial Community/General-1) and CO (Commercial Office) Districts to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated October 4, 2006 and written description dated December 9, 2006 for the West Kernan PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Condition. This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition:

(a) Development shall proceed in accordance with the JTA Memorandum dated November 30, 2006, or as otherwise approved by the Traffic Engineering Division and FDOT.


Section 3.
