PUD REZONING: APPROXIMATELY 16.45 ACRES CURRENTLY ZONED RR WITH A LAND

" USE OF LDR LOCATED NORTHEAST OF THE INTERSECTION OF LANE AVENUE AND OLD
KINGS ROAD, SOUTH AND WEST OF PROPERTY OWNED BY THE CITY OF
JACKSONVILLE, ZONED IBP-2 WITH A LAND USE OF Hl AND NORTH OF RESIDENTIAL
PROPERTIES ALONG OLD KINGS ROAD WITH A RLD-A, RLD-G AND CN ZONING, ALL

JBC/GAI (the Applicant) proposes to rezone +/- 16.45 acres of. property (the Subject
Property) from Rural Residential (RR) (land use of LDR) to a Planned Unit Development (PUD).

PURPOSE OF REZONING
The purpose of the rezoning to PUD is to encourage the fulfillment of housing needs appropriate, .
to various lifestyles and income levels, to provide a mix of housing types appealing to first time

buyers, retirees and other buyers and to modify the zoning to allow workforce housing to be
developed in an area that is close to employment.

Access to and from the homes of Kings Crossing will be provided from Old Kings Road
and/for Lane Avenue as shown by the Site Plan The internal road network will consist of three (3)
roads, all ending in a cul-de-sac.

A. Internal Compatibility/Vehicular Access: Access to and from Kings Crossing will
be provided via the main entrance at the intersection of Lane Avenue and Old
Kings Road. The three (3} internal roads and three (3) cul-de-sacs throughout the

- devetopment will provide internal traffic circulation.

B. Signage: The Applicant will construct up to two (2) permanent identity signs at
the entrance to the development on Old Kings Road within the road right-of-way
or on private property. Each sign shall not exceed twenty-four (24) square feet

and ten (10) feet in height.
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‘C. Parking Requirements: Two (2) off street parking spaces shall be provided for
each home via a two-car garage.

D. Homeowner's Assomatlon The Applicant will provide a Homeowner’s
Association for the maintenance of common areas and ponds constructed by the -
Applicant.

E Consistency with Comprehensive Plan: The Subject Property is located within
the LDR category according to the Future Land Use Map series adopted as part
of the Comprehensive Plan which allows a maximum density of seven (7) units
per acre. The proposed rezoning would allow at the most, 3.95 units to the acre.

F Consistency with Concurrency Management System: The Applicant filed a
Conditional Capacity Availability Application. A Fair Share Agreement was filed
with Concurrency Management on September 8, 2006 and is in process.

G Open Space, Plazas, Recreation Areas: The Kings Crossing PUD includes 0. 65
acres of active recreation which may include a playground, a water park, a
swimming pool or other water related facility, a bath house, a gazebo, a skate
board park and other active recreation. The plans for the recreation area shall be
subject to the review and approval of the Pianning and Development Department
with conceptual pfans required to be submitted for approval prior to site plan

. approval and final plans required to be submitted for approval prior to the
approval of the engineering plans for the development.

H Phasing: The dévelopment will occur in one phase.

| Setbacks: The required set-backs will be measured to the face of the structural '
walt of the home or building.. Non-structural exlenor surfaces or veneers will not
be considered encroachments.

J Temporary Uses: Temporary sales office(s) and/or constructlon traller(s) shall be
allowed to be placed on site and moved throughout the site if necessary. The
number of trailers on said parcel will not exceed two (2) at any given time and
shall not exceed a period of two years from the date of the approved engineering
construction plans, or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development
Department. Further, no construction trailers will be focated next to an occupied
home. Homes may be used as mode! homes, sales offices, and/or construction

- offices if needed.

K Impact on Wetlands: The Subject Property will be developed in accordance with
the wetland permit requirements of the St. Johns River Water Manageément
District, the Department of Environmental Protection and the U. S Army Corps of

. Engineers.

L. Sidewalks; Trails and Bikeways: Sidewalks shall be provided aiong interior
" roads as provided in the 2010 Comprehensive Plan. External sidewalks will be
constructed along the north side of Old Kings road within the Old Kings Road
right-of-way or within the 20 foot landscape buffer provided for as shown by the
Conceptual Site Pian. .

M. Stormwater Retention: Stormwater retention/detention ponds shali be
constructed on the Subject Property in accordance with the requirements of the
City of Jacksonville and the St. Johns River Water Management District. The
retention/detention ponds will be maintained by the Homeowner’s Association.
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N. Utilities: Eiectric, water and sewer is available to the site and is provnded by
JEA.

O. Landscaping: Landscaping will meet requirements of Part 12 of the Zoning
Code and Statutes as required by the City of Jacksonville as well as the
requirements of the Tree Referendum.

P. Surrounding Zoning and Land Use: The surrounding land uses and zoning are
as described in the Summary of Proposed Development above.

Q. Habitat and Wildlife Assessment: A Habitat and Wildlife Assessment Report is
not required as the proposed PUD is less than fifty (50) acres.

R. Buffers: A 20 (twenty) foot buffer will be provided along Old Kings Road as
provided by Part 12 of the Zoning Code and as shown by the Site Plan at
Exhibit E. Masonry, wood or vinyl fencing or walls may be constructed within
the buffer to increase screening on Old Kings Road. A 10 {ten) foot landscape
buffer will be provided on all lots along the northeast and northwest boundaries
of the parcel. A 6 (six).foot tall wood or vinyl fence will be provided at the
boundary of the parcel within the buffer. In addition, a minimum of one tree will
be planted or preserved within the 10 (ten) foot landscape buffer on each lot
adjacent to the buffer. .
