NO. 083552-0030), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY howojo, llc c/o jbc/gai, llc, FROM rr (residential rural) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit single family residential uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE kings crossing PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Howojo, LLC c/o JBC/GAI, LLC, the owners of approximately 16.45( acres located in Council District 10 at 5715 Old Kings Road between Walter Road and Pickettville Road (R.E. No. 083552-0030), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from RR (Residential Rural) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from RR (Residential Rural) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated August 15, 2006 and written description dated October 16, 2006 for the Kings Crossing PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit single family residential uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.

PURPOSE OF REZONING

The purpose of the rezoning to PUD is to encourage the fuffillment of housing needs appropriate to
various fifestyles and income levels, fo provide a mix of housing types appealing to first time
buyers, retirees and other buyers and to modify the zoning to allow workforce housing to be -

developed in an area that is close to employment,

Internal Compatibility/Vehicular Access: Access to and from Kings Crossing will
be provided via the main entrance at the intersection of Lane Avenue and Oid
Kings Road. The three (3) internal roads and three (3) cul-de-sacs throughout the
development will provide internal traffic circulation. ’

Signage: The Applicant will construct up to two (2) permanent identity signs at the
entrance o the development on OId Kings Road within the road right-of-way oron -
private property. Each sign shall not exceed twenty-four (24) square feet and ten

{10) feet in height.

Parking Requirements: Two (2) off street parking spaces shall be provided for
each home.

Homeowner's Association: The Applicant will provide a Homeowner's Association
for the maintenance of common areas and ponds constructed by the Applicant.

Consistency with Comprehensive Plan: The Subject Property is located within the
LDR category according to the Future Land Use Map series adopted-as part of the -
Comprehensive Plan which aliows a maximum density of seven (7} units per acre.
The proposed rezoning would allow at the most, 3.95 units to the acre.

Phasing: The development will occur in one phase.
