GENERAL INFORMATION

Application for Waiver of Minimum Required Road Frontage Ordinance 2006-1280 (WRF-06-
29) seeks to reduce the minimum required road frontage from 48 feet to 28 feet. The subject lot is
approximately 0.41 acre and would be severed by 28 feet of frontage at the end of Pullen Road
(60-foot right-of-way). The applicant proposes to construct a single-family residential structure
which is consistent with the current development in the surrounding neighborhood.
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DEFINITION

According to Section 656.1601 of the Zoning Code, the term waiver means a relaxation of the
Zoning Code minimum distance requirements for liquor license locations, pursuant to Section
656.805 of the Zoning Code, and for minimum street frontage, pursuant to Section 656.407 of
the Zoning Code. Waivers of Road Frontage are authorized to be granted by the City-Council
pursuant to the criteria set forth in Section 656.133(b) of the Zoning Code.

STANDARDS, CRITERIA AND FINDINGS

Pursuant to the provisions of Section 656.133 of the Zoning Code, a waiver for minimum
required street frontage may be granted if the City Council makes a positive finding based on
substantial, competent evidence that the application meets all of the following criteria:

(i) Are there practical or economic difficulties in carrying out the strict letter of the
regulation? :

Yes. The lot which was recorded October 19, 2005 only has access from the end of
Pullen Road. The applicant can meet all other development regulations of the
Residential Low Density-G (RLD-G) zoning district. There would .be no other
destination from the end of Pullen Road other than the existing contiguous lot to the
east, which has approximately 39 feet of road frontage and one single-family structure.

. (it} - Is.the request based exclusively upon the desire to reduce the cost of developing the site
or to circumvent the requirements of Chapter 654 (Code of Subdivision Regulations)?

No. The request, as applied specifically to the subject property, does not appear to be
based exclusively upon the desire to reduce costs or to circumvent Chapter 654.

(tii)  Will the proposed waiver substantially diminish prbperty values in, or alter the essential .
character of the area surrounding the site and will the waiver substantially interfere with
or injure the rights of others?

No. If approved, the waiver will not diminish property values or alter the essential
character of the area. The lot located to the east of the site has on existing residence. In
addition, north of the site, a waiver of road frontage from 48 feet to 0 feet was approved
pursuant to Ordinance 2004-566 (WRF-04-19). Therefore, the property values and the
essential character of the neighborhood should not be compromised.
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Is there a valid and effective easement for adequate vehicular access connected to a
public street maintained by the City or an approved private street?

Yes. The property has 28 feet of frontage along the r'ight;of-way and existing pavement
that abuts the site. '

Will the proposed waiver be detrimental to the public health, safety or welfare, and result
in additional expense, the creation of nuisances or conflict with any other applicable
law? )

No. The construction of a single-family residence will not be detrimental to the public
health, safety or welfare, or result in additional expense, the creation of nuisances or
conflict with any other applicable law.
