AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 4.95( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 8 ON pritchard road BETWEEN jones road AND magill road (R.E. NOs. 003342-0000 AND 003344-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY johnny dudley, FROM rr (residential rural) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit commercial uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE pritchard and jones PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Johnny Dudley, the owner of approximately 4.95( acres located in Council District 8 on Pritchard Road between Jones Road and Magill Road (R.E. Nos. 003342-0000 and 003344-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from RR (Residential Rural) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from RR (Residential Rural) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated November 6, 2006 and written description dated August 14, 2006 for the Pritchard and Jones PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The subject property, hereafter referred to as the “Property”, is legally described on
Exhibit 1. The Property is identified as the northern portions of lands described
under Real Estate Numbers 003342-0000 and 003344-0000. The owner of the
Property is Daniel K. Peterson. The Property is located on the southeast corner of
Pritchard Road and Jones Road and contains a single-famity home. .

The applicant proposes to rezone approximately five acres of property from RR to
PUD to permit neighborhood commercial development with uses that will serve
existing and future residential development in the area. The Property is located at
the intersection of two roads classified as collector roadways and meets the
secondary zoning criteria for neighborhood commercial development in the LDR
functional land use category. This PUD is designed to complement a proposed
multi-family project located on the adjacent site to the south by including pedestrian
cross-access (but not vehicular cross-access) and appropriate buffering. Also,
appropriate buffering will be placed along.-the east property line adjacent to
residential propemes along Magill Road. .

USES AND RESTRICTIONS

unloading. Storm water retention/detention, signs, driveways, and similar

partitioned or that individual units within buildings are sold, the individual
lots and/or units will be exempt from the minimum yard requrrements except
along the periphery of the PUD site.

B. Ingress, Egress and Circulation:’

a. The parking requirements for this development shall be consistent with
the requirements of Part 6 of the. Zoning Code. Shared parking may be

Notwithstanding the provisions of Part 12 of the Zoning Code, the location
of the project landscaping may vary from the strict requirements of Part 12. ..
and may be relocated. to alternative placement to provide for improved site
design and function, but the relocation of the required landscaping shall not
result in a net reduction of the minimum required landscaping. The final
landscape plan shall be subject to the review and approval of the Planning.

With "each request for verification of substantial compliance with this PUD, a
preliminary development plan shall be submitted to the City of Jacksonville Planning
and Development Department identifying all existing and proposed uses within the
Property, and showing the general layout of the overall Property.

JUSTIFICATION FOR PUD CLASSIFICATION FOR THIS PROJECT

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the City of

Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. The project

design is in harmony with the general purpose and intent of the City of Jacksonville

Zoning Code. The proposed project is compatible with similar development in the

area. The design and layout of the PUD: -

A. Allows for a creative approach through the use of natural features of the site with
existing vegetation and existing TOPO;

B. Provides a more desirable environment than would be possible through the strict

application of the minimum requirements of the Zoning Code by creating more

- buffers, landscaping, and/or recreation and open space than would be required
through a straight zoning; )

C. Allows for an effective use of the land, resulting in lower development costs;

D. Provides an environment that is characteristic of the surrounding area;

E. Supports the retention of property “values by prowdlng needed services and

support for the surrounding residences and businesses in the area; and

F. Enhances the appearance of the area through the preservation of natural
features, vegetation, and by using existing TOPO and grade in order to develop
the pro;ect
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PUD REVIEW CRITERIA

The land use category is Low Density
Residential (LDR), which specificaily allows for neighborhood commercial
development as a secondary zoning-on sites located at the corner of two roads
classified as collector roadways or higher.

External Compatibility/intensity of Development. The Property is located in an
emerging residential area along Pritchard Road. There is already significant
industrial and business park development in the vicinity. This development will
serve the commercial needs of nearby residential communities and- of
employees at nearby industiies. The site will be buffered so as to reduce the
impact of development on nearby residential areas. The Property is located in
an emerging commercial and industrial corridor along  Pritchard Road. The
Property is located between two DRIs and will provide supporting commercial
uses to complement the ‘DRIs as well as emerging residential’ developments.
The PUD restricts commercial development and will be appropriately buffered so

as to reduce the impact of development on nearby residentialareas,

Recreation/Open Space. The PUD precludes residential development.. Usable
open spaces, plazas, and recreation areas will be constructed as per the goals
and objectives of the Comprehensive Plan or as otherwise approved by the
Planning and Development Department.

Impact on Wetlands. Any impact to wetlands that exist on the property will be
permitted through the local, state, and federal agencies with jurisdiction.
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Listed Species Regulations. The Property contains less than 50 acres and
therefore a listed species survey is not required.

Off-Street Parking and Loading Requirements. The site will comply with Part 6
Oft-Street Parking and Loading Regulations of the Zoning Code.
