NOs. 149003-0220), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY edith ortega, FROM co (commercial office) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit A VETERINARY OFFICE, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE cat clinic PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Edith Ortega, the owner of approximately 0.313( acres located in Council District 6 at 3633 Crown Point Road between San Jose Boulevard and St. Augustine Road (R.E. Nos. 149003-0220), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from CO (Commercial Office) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from CO (Commercial Office) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated November 6, 2006 and written description dated November 3, 2006 for the Cat Clinic PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit a veterinary office, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Edith Ortega and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Tim and Allison Armstrong, 4173 Coquina Drive, Jacksonville Beach, Florida 32250; (904) 343-9575.


Section 3.

I. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

To utilize an existing medical facility building owned and operated by Dr. Edith Ortega as an
internal medicine office since 1980. This bulldmg on .313 acres and is located at 3633 Crown
Point Road.

Surrounding uses, professional offices, Dentist accountant etc.

Proposed uses are to relocate and operate a Veterinary Specialty clinic dedicated to Feline care.
This clinic “A CAT CLINIC” has operated continually in this area for 13 years: Current zoning
does not allow this move; this is why we are requesting this PUD change. See section B. See
attached business brochure. Scope of the project encompasses little more than getting this change
as the site is currently well suited for the needs of the business. See attached photo pages.

To allow a Doctor of Veterinary Medicine with al3 year history of operation in this area to
occupy an existing medical office building. This practice, “A CAT CLINIC” is currently located
approximately 100 yards north of the medical office building it is attemptmg to move to. It is at
9965 San Jose Blvd. Merchants Walk Umt #30.

Current zoning is not.appropriate because Veterinarians are allowed only in CN,CCG-1 AND
CCG-2. The requested PUD would allow this Veterinary Medical office while maintaining the
high Professional standards of the surrounding businesses.

Typical Veterinary offices require dog walking; outside kennel areas, where as this business
dedicated to Feline Medicine maintains a quiet profile.

V. JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT CLASSIFICATION FOR
THIS PROJECT

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the Clty of Jacksonville
2010 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. The proposed pro_]ect will be beneficial to
the surrounding neighborhood and community.

C. Will promote the purposes of the City of Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive plan. We
belleve this prOJect complles with the “Goal ob_]ectlves and p011c1es” outlined in the 2010
