ORDINANCE 2006-1344-E
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 106.201(a) and 106.201(b), (TIME OF SUBMISSION), ORDINANCE CODE; DELETING THE PARTS ESTABLISHING AND COMMUNICATING NO MORE THAN FIVE BUDGET CITY COUNCIL OBJECTIVE STATEMENTS FOR THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE; AMENDING SECTION 106.201(c), ORDINANCE CODE, TO REFLECT THE DELETION OF 106.201(a) AND 106.201(b) PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1. 
Amending Section 106.201 (Time of Submission), Ordinance Code.

Section 106.201 (Time of Submission), Ordinance Code is hereby amended to read as follows:
CHAPTER 106.  BUDGET AND ACCOUNTING CODE

PART 2. BUDGETS

SUBPART A. BUDGETS AND BUDGET ORDINANCES; MILLAGE LEVY

Section 106.201. Time of Submission.

 (a)
By July 30 of each year, the Mayor and City Council shall develop and communicate no more than five long-range goal statements that present a clear statement of the visions for the City of Jacksonville for the forthcoming four years. When developing these goals, the Mayor and City Council shall consider and revise as necessary the prior year's goals. The City Council, no later than September 30, shall select no more than five goals from the Mayor's and Council's lists to create a list of City goals. These goals shall be attached as exhibits to a resolution and the list of City goals will be utilized in developing the budget for the following fiscal year.
(b)
Prior to developing the budget for the next fiscal year, the Mayor and the City Council President shall communicate no more than five of their respective top annual policy objectives, clear statements of the specific annual activities required to attain the City goals, to be reflected in the coming fiscal year's budget not later than November 30 of each year. The objectives should address each of the City goals. These specific policy objectives will be in measurable, quantifiable terms. The Council shall select and approve the top objectives, to be the City objectives, and communicate these to the Mayor via resolution, by the first meeting in January of the following calendar year. The City objectives will become the basis by which the budget will be approved by the Council. The Mayor shall include in his budget message an explanation of the items included in the proposed budget that will implement the City objectives.

(c)(a)
The Mayor shall submit the annual budget proposal for the general government to the Council by filing a copy with Legislative Services no later than July 15, unless the Council by resolution fixes another date. The annual budget proposal shall be accompanied by the Mayor's budget message, by a report on the specific actions and activities that were taken during the year to successfully accomplish last year's City objectives, by a proposed budget ordinance and by the capital improvement program and a projection of forecasted General Fund revenues and expenditures for the four years immediately following the succeeding year's budget proposal. The Mayor shall comment on the anticipated future problems and opportunities facing the City of Jacksonville that surfaces from these projections. The Mayor shall also comment on the degree to which the City objectives are to be accomplished in the upcoming fiscal year.

(d)(b)
Each independent agency shall submit its annual budget proposal to the Council not later than the date required by law for it to do so. A copy of the budget proposal shall be transmitted to the Mayor for information as soon as it is prepared, but not later than the date the budget proposal is submitted to the Council. The annual budget proposal shall be accompanied by such comments and observations as the independent agency considers necessary for the information of the Council, including comments and observations with respect to the capital improvement program.

Section 2.
 Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
