An ordinance appropriating $1,123,683.40 ($420,000 from cdbg, $3,868 from recaptured funds and $700,000 from northwest jacksonville economic development trust fund); $420,000.00 from community development block grant LapseD funds, and $3,683.40 from recaptured funds from the SALE of a renovated house at 1386 rose street IN ATLANTIC BEACH to funD (1) $350,000 CDBG funds for the demolition and renovation to space at the pearl plaza community rehabilitation center, (2) infrastructure improvements at the mt. carmel gardens facility for seniors, (3) administrative costs oF the jacksonville chamber of commerce SMALL business center, and (4) payment to the City of Atlantic Beach of recaptured funds; APPROPRIATING $700,000 FROM THE NORTHWEST JACKSONVILLE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT TRUST FUND TO FUND INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS AND ON-SITE BUILDING IMPROVEMENTS TO BE MADE BY THE DEVELOPER PURSUANT TO SAID REDEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT; MAKING CERTAIN FINDINGS AND AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF A REDEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, AND PEARL PLAZA PARTNERS, LLC (“DEVELOPER”), FOR THE RENOVATION OF THE FACILITY LOCATED AT 5200 PEARL STREET, AT WHICH DEVELOPER WILL OPERATE A RETAIL SHOPPING CENTER; AUTHORIZING (1) A SMALL BUSINESS DEVELOPMENT INITIATIVE LOAN TOTALING $250,000 (2) A SMALL BUISNESS DEVELOPMENT INITIATIVE GRANT TOTALING $200,000 AND (3) A BUSINESS INFRASTRUCTURE GRANT TOTALING $250,000; providing a carryover of funds to fiscal year 2007-2008; authorizing the mayor, or his designee, and corporation secretary to execute and deliver documents and take further action to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance; providing an effective date.

WHEREAS, by Executive Orders, the City has established a Northwest Jacksonville Economic Development Advisory Committee (“Committee”) to assist in the development, establishment and administration of projects utilizing the infrastructure requirements of the City of Jacksonville; and


WHEREAS, Developer, through its Northwest Jacksonville Economic Development Fund Application submitted to the City, has indicated to the City, that community redevelopment assistance for the undertaking of its Project is necessary to make the Project economically and financially feasible, and therefore necessary to induce Developer to proceed with the Project at the Project Parcel; and


WHEREAS, the purposes of the Committee and the undertakings authorized in this Ordinance are to promote economic development in an area of the City in need of same and the other public purposes as set forth in the Project Summary dated October 23, 2006, which is attached hereto as Second Revised Exhibit 1; and


WHEREAS, the City has reviewed the Application and, negotiated the Redevelopment Agreement, and, based upon the contents of the Redevelopment Agreement, has determined the Redevelopment Agreement and the uses contemplated therein to be in the public interest, and has determined that the public actions and financial assistance contemplated in the Redevelopment Agreement take into account and give consideration to the long-term public interests and public interest benefits to be achieved by the City; and


WHEREAS, the Developer, and the Committee have requested the City to enter into a Redevelopment Agreement in substantially the form dated January 10, 2007, which is on file with the Legislative Services Division; and


WHEREAS, the rules for funding infrastructure to promote economic development in the Northwest Jacksonville Economic Development Trust Fund area provide that the City will contract with an Applicant to implement a Project as set forth in a Redevelopment Agreement; now therefore

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.
 Findings. It is hereby ascertained, determined, found and declared as follows:


A. 
The recitals set forth herein are true and correct.


B.
The Project Parcel (generally described as 5200 Pearl Street, and as more particularly described in the Redevelopment Agreement to be used for the Project) is underutilized and unproductive.  The Project will greatly enhance, rehabilitate and restore the Project Parcel (and stimulate similar positive activity in the surrounding property), place it in more active use, improve and enhance the attractiveness of the area, and otherwise promote and further the municipal purposes of the City. 


C.
 The Project will improve and enhance the attractiveness of the City and promote and enhance redevelopment of the City’s Northwest Area; the City's assistance for the Project will enable and facilitate the construction of the Project; and the Project is necessary and appropriate in order to maintain and develop the City as a viable urban community, and otherwise meet the objectives and serve the public purposes of the various provisions of the Florida Statutes, and in order to prevent and retard the spread of unemployment, underemployment, depressed property values, poverty, and crime and to preserve and enhance the tax base and revenues required to provide essential public protection, services and facilities, to promote and foster the urban development and economic growth and development of the City, to increase economic diversification in the City, to improve the quality of life necessary to encourage and attract business expansion and community redevelopment in the City, to preserve and provide for the public health, safety and welfare of the citizens of the City, and otherwise to serve, promote and further public purposes.


D.

The provision of the City's assistance as identified in the Redevelopment Agreement is necessary and appropriate to make the Project feasible; and the City's assistance is reasonable and not excessive, taking into account the needs of the Developer to make the Project economically and financially feasible, and the extent of the public benefits expected to be derived from the Project, and taking into account all other forms of assistance available.


E.  The Developer is qualified to carry out and complete the construction and equipping of the Project, in accordance with the Redevelopment Agreement.   

F.  The authorizations provided by this Ordinance are for public uses and purposes for which the City may use its powers as a municipality and as a political subdivision of the State of Florida and may expend public funds, and the necessity in the public interest for the provisions herein enacted is hereby declared as a matter of legislative determination.
Section 2.

Section 3.

Purpose.  
(a)  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 2 (a) and (b) is to provide funding for (i) demolition and renovation to space at the Pearl Plaza Community Rehabilitation Center, (ii) infrastructure improvements at the Mt. Carmel Gardens Facility for Seniors, (iii) administrative costs to the Jacksonville Chamber of Commerce Small Business Center, and (iv) payment to the City of Atlantic Beach of recaptured funds from the sale of a renovated house at 1386 Rose Street, Atlantic Beach.

(b)
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 2 (c) and (d) is further described in the above referenced Project Summary dated October 23, 2006, which is attached hereto, and all costs in excess of the City’s contribution of $700,000 will be paid by Developer.  All loan repayments (including interest) shall be deposited into the Northwest Jacksonville Economic Development Trust Fund.

Section 4.

Carryover. The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2007-2008.
Section 5.

Authorization.  The Mayor and Corporation Secretary are authorized to enter into a Redevelopment Agreement between the City of Jacksonville (the “City”), and Pearl Plaza Partners, LLC (the “Developer”), substantially in the form dated January 10, 2007, which is on file with the Legislative Services Division (with such “technical” changes as herein authorized), for the purpose of implementing the recommendations of the Northwest Jacksonville Area Economic Development Fund Advisory Committee, that $700,000 in the form of a $250,000 Small Business Development Initiative loan, a $200,000 Small Business Development Initiative grant, and a $250,000 Business Infrastructure grant, be approved for the purpose of funding the infrastructure and building improvements to the Project Parcel, and for such purposes as are further described in the Project Summary dated October 23, 2006, which is attached hereto as Second Revised Exhibit 1.  

Such Redevelopment Agreement may include such additions, deletions and changes as may be reasonable, necessary and incidental for carrying out the purposes thereof, as may be acceptable to the Mayor, or his designee, with such inclusion and acceptance being evidenced by execution of the Redevelopment Agreement by the Mayor or his designee.  No modification to the Redevelopment Agreement may increase the financial obligations or the liability to the City and any such modification shall be technical only and shall be subject to appropriate legal review and approval of the General Counsel, or his designee, and all other appropriate action required by law (“technical” is herein defined as including, but not limited to, legal descriptions and surveys, ingress and egress, easements and rights of way, schedule of performance and development, design standards, access and site plan. 

The Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to (1) execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, all agreements and other documents necessary or appropriate to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance, and (2) take, or cause to be taken, for and on behalf of the City, such further action to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
