Bill Summary:  This bill amends Section 154.107, Ordinance Code, concerning the consumption of alcoholic beverages in municipal parks or on City-owned or City-leased property.  In particular, Section 154.107(d)(2) (which prohibits the sale, service, and consumption of alcoholic beverages at any non-team martial arts event or contest such as, but not limited to, boxing, wrestling (including team wrestling), karate, and other similar martial arts events) is repealed.  Twelve months after the effective date of the ordinance, the Director of the Dept. of Parks, Recreation, Entertainment, and Conservation is required to report to Council on the negative or positive effects of the implementation of the ordinance.
Background Information:  The legislation states that the City has seen fit to make exceptions to this prohibition and, given improved security at all sporting events, there now appears to be no sound reason to distinguish between most contact sporting events (including professional football) and non-team martial arts events.
