BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  That part of Palm Lake Drive described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto, is hereby closed, vacated and abandoned as a public road, street, alley, right-of-way or thoroughfare.

Section 2.

Authorization.  The Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver a Quit Claim Deed to Palm Lake Partners II, LLC, at no cost, for the property described in Exhibit 1.


Section 3.

Waiver.  All inconsistent provisions of Chapter 122, Ordinance Code are hereby waived. 

Section 4.

Purpose.
The purpose of this ordinance is to allow the applicant, Palm Lake Partners II, LLC to construct a residential development. The right-of-way closure fee has been paid and all related governmental agency objections to the closure have been resolved.


Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
