Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $600,000 ($300,000 from the Florida Department of Environmental Protection, and $300,000 in matching funds from the Drainage System Rehabilitation account) to fund Jacksonville-Magnolia Gardens stormwater rehabilitation.  The funds are to carryover to Fiscal Year 2007-2008.  The bill amends the 2006-2011 Five Year Capital Improvement Program, approved by Ordinance 2006-789-E, for the “Jacksonville-Magnolia Gardens Stormwater Rehab” and “Drainage System Rehab” projects.  The Mayor and the Corporate Secretary are authorized to execute and deliver documents and to take further action to implement the purpose of this ordinance.
Background Information: The stormwater rehabilitation projects that this appropriation funds is located in Council District 10, Moncrief Rd/Ave B/Edgewood Avenue.  The estimated construction start date is November 2007 and the estimated scope of work completion date is May 2008.
