Type of Action: Amending various sections of Chapters 30 and 656 related to Site Plan reviews
Bill Summary: The bill amends various sections in Chapters 30 and 656 of the Ordinance Code, those related to site plan reviews and Planned Unit Development (PUD) reviews, so as to transfer the duties and responsibilities regarding site plan review from the Planning and Development Department to the Planning Commission.  Approval for proposed site plan designs for all developments, other than that of a single structure of less than 40,000 square feet on a lot, and most all deviations in street layout, project design, sidewalk requirements, recreational space, preservation areas, utilities, and others are moved from the Planning Department to the Planning Commission.  The bill also removes the Department from the (PUD) 'verification of compliance' process, including the need of the Department to send a copy of the verification package to the affected Council member and Council Research.  Rather, the Planning Commission will review and rule on the verification request, with one copy of the verification application package being sent to the Council member by the developer.
