ORDINANCE 2006-1398
AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING CERTAIN HONORARY ROADWAY MEMORIAL MARKERS, HONORING THE LATE BISHOP C.D. KINSEY, THE LATE PASTOR LAWRENCE CALLAHAN, AND THE LATE BISHOP MOSES BAKER, IN CONFORMANCE WITH SECTION 745.105, ORDINANCE CODE AND ORDINANCE 2006-309-E; APPROPRIATING $2,000 FROM EXECUTIVE OPERATING CONTINGENCY - JOINT TO FUND THE INSTALLATION OF THE MEMORIAL MARKERS; WAIVING SECTION 745.105(b), ORDINANCE CODE; DESIGNATING THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT AS THE OVERSIGHT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City finds that the late Bishop C.D. Kinsey, who was affiliated with the Cathedral of Faith Church of God in Christ at 2591 W. Beaver Street, the late Pastor Lawrence Callahan, who was affiliated with the Philippian Community Church, 7578 New Kings Road, and the late Bishop Moses Baker, who was affiliated with the Holy Church of the Living God, 1598 W. 14th Street, were all inspirational community leaders, worthy and deserving of recognition through the creation of roadway memorial markers in their communities; and 
WHEREAS, with the exception of the requirements of Section 745.105(b), Ordinance Code, which is required by Section 745.105(h), Ordinance Code, but waived herein, the provisions of Section 745.105(h), Ordinance Code, have been complied with in all respects; now therefore, 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

An honorary roadway memorial marker, as contemplated by Section 745.105(h), Ordinance Code, recognizing and honoring the late Bishop C.D. Kinsey, shall be placed at the 2500 block of Beaver Street. 
Section 2.

An honorary roadway memorial marker, as contemplated by Section 745.105(h), Ordinance Code, recognizing and honoring the late Pastor Lawrence Callahan, shall be placed at the 7500 block of New Kings Road.

Section 3.

An honorary roadway memorial marker, as contemplated by Section 745.105(h), Ordinance Code, recognizing and honoring the late Bishop Moses Baker, shall be placed at the 1500 block of W. 14th Street.

Section 4.

Section 5.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in this ordinance is to fund three honorary memorial markers in conformance with section 745.105, Ordinance Code and Ordinance 2006-309-E.  Any unused funds will be returned to their source of origin.

Section 6.

Waiver of Section 745.105(b).  The City hereby waives the provisions of Section 745.105(b), Ordinance Code, (which is normally a requirement of Section 745.105(h), Ordinance Code) requiring review by the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee and the Historic Preservation Commission.  The purpose of Waiving Section 745.105(b), Ordinance Code, is that the marker is not for naming a street or intersection of streets and such review is unnecessary.
Section 7.

Oversight.

The Mayor is requested to appoint the Department of Public Works, specifically the Traffic Engineering Division, to oversee the projects described herein, pursuant to Section 745.104(h), Ordinance Code.
Section 8.

Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
