Type of Action: Conveyance of surplus property; Ordinance Code waiver
Bill Summary: The bill declares as surplus and conveys to the Duval County School Board at no cost two parcels of property.  One is a portion of the right-of-way of Betty Ann Lane at the intersection of Barnes Road adjacent to Englewood High School; the other is a portion of the Northshore Elementary School property on Silver Plaza.  The bill waives the provisions of the Purchasing Code to permit the directed disposition of the properties at no cost rather than sale at auction.
NOTE: The ordinance needs to be amended in committee to correct the attached exhibit.  Exhibit 1 contains legal descriptions for 2 parcels located at the corner of Betty Ann Lane and Barnes Road.  The bill’s administrative fact sheet and a telephone conversation with the Real Estate Division indicate that there is another parcel to be surplused at Northshore Elementary School.  The legal description for this second lot was not attached to the bill at the time of filing, but has since been received by Legislative  Services.

Background Information: The Betty Ann Lane property is a wide right-of-way at the intersection of Betty Ann Lane and Barnes Road originally intended to provide a direct connection between Betty Ann Lane and Beney Road.  The surplus property – approximately 0.4 acres – would be used to expand the adjacent parking lot of Englewood High School.  The Silver Plaza property has for over 60 years been a part of the Northshore Elementary campus, but the single 5,000 square foot lot for some reason is still listed in the City’s ownership rather than the School Board’s.  
Policy Impact Area: Surplus property disposition
Fiscal Impact: The properties would be conveyed at no cost.
