These fee parcels are needed by the Duval County School Board for expansion of parking facilities.  RE# 034693 0010, Exhibit “A” has been part of the parking facility for North Shore Elementary School #70 for more than sixty-four years.  Part of the construction of  the new North Shore educational facility involves a redesign of the parking lot, including the City of Jacksonville parcel within the redesign area.  In order for the facilities office to continue and move forward with this project, the Duval County School Board has requested  that the City of Jacksonville dedicate ownership of this parcel to the Duval County School Board.   Exhibit “A” is assessed at a value of $2,970.00.   Exhibit “B” was acquired by the City of Jacksonville from the Duval County School Board as part of a realignment of Betty Ann Lane and Beney Road at their intersection with Barnes Road.
