ORDINANCE 2006-1400
AN ORDINANCE DECLARING THAT CERTAIN PARCEL OF PROPERTY ON SILVER PLAZA NEAR 48TH STREET, AND THAT CERTAIN PARCEL OF PROPERTY ON BARNES ROAD AND BETTY ANN LANE TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; RECOGNIZING A SECTION 122.421 EXCEPTION TO COMPETITIVE BIDDING; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE ANY AND ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY TO CONVEY SAID PROPERTY TO THE DUVAL COUNTY SCHOOL BOARD AT NO COST FOR EXPANSION OF PARKING FACILITIES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Declaration of Surplus / Silver Plaza.  The City hereby declares the real property on Silver Plaza, more particularly described and mapped in Revised Exhibit 1, attached hereto, to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville. 
Section 2.

Chapter 122 Exception, and Disposition Authorized.  In support of section 1 above, and pursuant to Section 122.421, Ordinance Code the City is excepted from utilizing sealed competitive bids because the property being surplused and conveyed is being conveyed to another governmental agency, to wit: the Duval County School Board.  The Mayor and the Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute all documents necessary to convey the Silver Plaza property to the Duval County School Board at no cost. The property has been used for more than 64 years as a parking facility for North Shore Elementary School #70 and will continue to be used for parking facilities under a redesigned plan under School Board ownership.  The property is estimated to have a value of and is assessed at $2,970.  This is not supported by a formal appraisal.
A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), is attached as Exhibit 2.

Section 3.

Declaration of Surplus - Barnes Road / Betty Ann Lane / Beney Road.  The City hereby declares the real property on Barnes Road at its intersection with Betty Ann Lane and Beney Road, more particularly described in Exhibit 3, attached hereto, to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville. 

Section 4.

Chapter 122 Exception, and Disposition Authorized.  In support of section 3 above, and pursuant to Section 122.421, Ordinance Code, the City is excepted from utilizing sealed competitive bids, because the property being surplused and conveyed is being conveyed to another governmental agency, to wit: the Duval County School Board.  The Mayor and the Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute all documents necessary to convey the Barnes Road property described in Section 3 to the Duval County School Board at no cost. The property was acquired by the City of Jacksonville from the Duval county School Board at a time when the City needed to realign Betty Ann Lane and Beney Road at their intersection with Barnes Road.  The parcel is no longer needed for that purpose and can now be used by the School Board for expansion of parking at Englewood High School #90.  The property was appraised in 1999 at a value of $17,000 and has a current estimated value of $17,000.

A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), is attached as Exhibit 4.
