	funds up to an additional 10% which may be awarded during the year, to provide HIV-related health and 

	support services to persons living with HIV/AIDS and residing in the Jacksonville Eligible Metropolitan Area

	(EMA).  Funds will be expended during a grant year that begins March 1, 2007 and ends February 28, 2008.

	Funds will carry over into the City of Jacksonville’s fiscal year 2008.

	

	The City of Jacksonville first received notice that it was eligible to receive Ryan White CARE Act Title I funds in

	August 1994 when the cumulative number of AIDS cases reached 2,000 in the 4 county area including

	Duval, Clay, Nassau, and St. Johns Counties.  In the past 12 years, the EMA has received in excess of $35

	million to provide HIV-related health and support services to persons living with HIV/AIDS.  These services

	include outpatient medical care, medications, dental, mental health counseling, substance abuse treatment,

	and case management.  Currently there are 3,200 persons living with HIV/AIDS, who receive Ryan White

	funded treatment.  The appropriation of FY 2007 funds would continue treatment for the 3,200 men, women,

	children, and infants in care.
