(a) Development shall proceed in accordance with the Traffic Engineering Division Memorandum dated January 31, 2007, or as otherwise approved by the Traffic Engineering Division and the Planning and Development Department.
(b)
Cul-de-sacs in excess of 1,000 feet are prohibited.  A public road shall be connected to the church, connecting to the internal roadway and subject to the review of the Planning and Development Department and the Traffic Engineering Division.

(c)
The entry sign’s height shall not exceed 10 feet.

(d)
Garages shall be setback a minimum of twenty (20) feet from the right-of-way.

(e)
The maximum lot coverage for townhomes is 50%, and the maximum lot coverage for single family homes is 40%.

(f)
At the time of verification of substantial compliance, architectural elevations for townhomes and apartments shall be submitted to the Planning and Development Department for review and approval.

(g)
A boulevard-type entrance to the subdivision shall be provided, subject to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department and the Traffic Engineering Division.”; and 

(4)
Renumber the remaining Sections; and

(5)
Strike Exhibit 2 and replace it with Revised Exhibit 2; and

(6)
Amend the introduction line to reflect this Amendment.
