AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 0.37( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7 ON red oak drive BETWEEN merrill road AND greenberg lane (R.E. NO. 116570-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY thomas lundy, FROM ccg-1 (commercial community/general-1) and rld-g (residential low density-G) DISTRICTs TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit multi-family residential uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE residences at red oak PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Thomas Lundy, the owner of approximately 0.37( acres located in Council District 7 on Red Oak Drive between Merrill Road and Greenberg Lane (R.E. No. 116570-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from CCG-1 (Commercial Community/General-1) and RLD-G (Residential Low Density-G) Districts to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from CCG-1 (Commercial Community/General-1) and RLD-G (Residential Low Density-G) Districts to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated November 7, 2006 and written description dated November 7, 2006 for the Residences at Red Oak PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit multi-family residential uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.

Section 3.

L PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT PROJECT DES!GN

The following information constitutes the written description of the intended plan of
development for the Residences at Red Oak PUD. The PUD shall allow for residential use
consistent with the MDR Future Land Use category. The real estate is located along Red Oak Drive
in the City’s Old Arlington area and is approximately .37. acres in size. The site is designated
Community ‘General Commercial (CGC) on the Future Land Use Maps and is currently zoned
Community Commercial General -1 (CCG-1). The site is proposed to be developed with up to two
buildings, each containing from one to four dwelling units, but not permitting more than eight
residences in total. The buildings and associated land may be conveyed either by fee simple
ownership or as condominiums or used as rental apartments. These residences will be located
entirely within the permissible building area shown on the attached site plan (Exhibit E) and will
promote a transition between the more intensely developed properties to the North and the single -
family uses to the South. The developer is designing the site to promote building orientations and
architecture consistent with the Georgian Style. The buildings will be not more than two stories, and
will permit onsite parking in front along Read Oak Drive.

All references to sections throughout this writtendescription are to the City of Jacksonville
Zoning Code in force as of the date this PUD is adopted.

L PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT LAND USE RESTRICTIONS

The site shall be developed with up to two (2) one to two-unit residential buildings,
consistent with the site plan attached hereto as Exhibit E. This PUD shall not allow for more than 8
residential units in total.

CEXHIBIT &
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A, Permitted Uses and Restrictions

The site is to be developed using the development standards provided below:
Maximum lot coverage - 40 percent as calculated by the total site area.
Minimum yard requirements
Front - 25 feet for primary structures.
Side - 5 feet along the North property line (compressors or other equipment serving
the primary structures are also permitted at O feet along this boundary). Side
yard areas along the South Property boundary shall not be less than 25feet.

However, all structures and equipment will comply with apphcable building
code and fire safety standards.

Rear - 10 feet
- Maximum building height - 35 feet.

Minimum Road Frontage — If the property is divided and conveyed in a fee simple
ownership, the individual buildings and dwelling units will be exempt from the requirements

of Section 656.407.

A homeowners association or condominium association shall be established to enforce
covenants and restrictions to control the development. :

B. PUD Development Standards

1. Parking and Loading Requirements. Parkmg and loading requlrements as set
forth in Section 656.604 shall apply.

2. Vehicular Access. Access to the site shall be from Red Oak Drive as depicted on
the conceptual site plan. Both the internal and external road improvements shall be subject to the
review and approval of the Traffic Engineer of the City of Jacksonville. :

3. Essential Services. Essential services including water, sewer, gas, telephone,
radio and electric as needed to serve the PUD development shall be allowed on the site.

4. Retention. Storm water retention shall meet the requirements of the City of
Jacksonville and all other state or local agencies with jurisdiction including the St. Johns River

Water Management District.

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III. PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT DESIGN CUI])ELINES.

The following design guidelines shall be incorporated in the projeét:

A.  Landscaping

Landscaping on the site shall be in accordance with the requirements of the current
City of Jacksonville Landscape and Tree Protection Ordinances. Notwithstanding the
provisions of Part 12 of the Jacksonville Zoning Code, the location of project
landscaping may vary from the strict requirements of such Part and be relocated to
alternative placement to provide for improved site design and ﬁmgtion. Nothing
herein shall be construed to allow a reduction in the amount of required landscaping.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, the landscape plan shall be subject to the review of
the City of Jacksonville Planning and Development Department.

B. Signage

The number, location, size and height of signage to be located upon the property,
other than that signage specifically described below, shall be in accordance with the
Sign Ordinance of the City of Jacksonville for Subdivision Signs, Section 656.1308,
Zoning Code. However, directional signage or other necessary informational signs
not intended to be visible from the public right-of-way shall be exempt from the -
provisions of the Zoning Code. .

C. Utilities
" The property shall be served by Jacksonville Electric Authority for electrical service
and water and sewerage systems. '
D. Concurrency

. The Owner or Developer shall obtain a final concurrency reservation certificate

~and/or development agreement to assure required transportation and other capacity
for the site in accordance with the Ordinance Code. Development of the site shall be
subject to the concurrency requirements of the City of Jacksonville.

.E. Wetlands

Jurisdictional lands on the site shall be located and identified. Those lands shall be
developed in accordance with local, state and federal regulations.

A pedestrian circulation system shall be provided at the time of site review. The

pedestrian circulation system shall be subject to the review and approval of the
Planning Department and shall comply with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan.

G.  Buffers

"The development shall generally comply with the provisions of §656.1216 and-

§656.1222(b) as applicable. However, modification to the buffer requirements may
be provided with the approval of the Planning and Development Department to better
meet the goals of the Comprehensive Plan and the nature of the PUD. Further, as the
proposed use of the property is residential, and as the building is oriented toward Red
Oak Drive, without porches or access ways toward the south, extensive buffering is

not required.

IV.. JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT

The proposed project allows for development consistent with the general vicinity. The project
design is in harmony with the general purpose and intent of the City of Jacksonville Zoning Code
and surrounding uses. The PUD provides for more improved transition between the intensely
developed commercial uses along Ft. Caroline Road and the established residential uses located to
the south of this site. The proposed project is a limited scale multi-family facility and provides for
creative use of density consistent with surrounding uses. The project provides for uses
complimentary to adjoining development and takes advantage of natural amenities.
