ORDINANCE 2007-66-E
AN ORDINANCE MAKING FINDINGS; NOTING ORDINANCE 2006-1196-E FOR ITS RECOGNITION OF INTELLIGENT TRANSPORTATION SYSTEMS (ITS) COORDINATION; AMENDING CHAPTER 744 (STREET CONSTRUCTION REGULATION), ORDINANCE CODE BY CREATING A NEW SECTION 744.111. (INTELLIGENT TRANSPORTATION SYSTEMS (ITS) COORDINATION); TO REQUIRE AS A CONDITION OF THE EXPENDITURE OF FUNDS APPROPRIATED FOR ROAD PROJECTS, THAT THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT COORDINATE AND DESIGN ALL “INTELLIGENT TRANSPORTATION SYSTEM” (ITS) COMPONENTS WITH THE METROPOLITAN PLANNING ORGANIZATION (“FIRST COAST MPO”), THE FIRST COAST ITS REGIONAL COALITION, AND THE JACKSONVILLE TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY (JTA), SO AS TO BE CONSISTENT WITH THE ITS MASTER PLAN OF SAID ROAD PROJECTS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 
WHEREAS, the First Coast Intelligent Transportation System (ITS) Coalition includes a broad range of members across the First Coast region, who work together to plan, coordinate, obtain funding and implement ITS projects that will improve regional transportation systems; and 
WHEREAS, the Coalition is led by the First Coast MPO, Florida Department of Transportation and Jacksonville Transportation Authority and includes over 100 members representing 60 plus public and private sector organizations in the traffic, transportation, municipal services, public safety, commerce, military and special events fields; and includes the City of Jacksonville’s Traffic Engineer; and 

WHEREAS, the First Coast Regional ITS Master Plan has been created to develop the region’s ITS vision and goals, determine the steps needed to achieve those goals, and guide the First Coast ITS Coalition in coordinating, integrating and prioritizing ITS projects in the area encompassed by the four counties within the MPO boundary – Clay, Duval, Nassau and St. Johns, as well as neighboring counties – Alachua, Baker, Bradford, Flagler, Putnam and Union; and
WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville recognized in Ordinance 2006-1196-E the importance of coordinating and designing all “Intelligent Transportation System” (ITS) components of road projects and improvements so as to be consistent with regional plans and concepts developed by Jacksonville’s regional Metropolitan Planning Organization (“First Coast MPO”) and the First Coast ITS Regional Coalition; and the Council finds that such coordination shall be codified into a lawful and formal practice; now therefore 
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Section 744.111 (Intelligent Transportation Systems Coordination) created. Chapter 744 (Street Construction Regulations), Ordinance Code, is amended to create a new section 744.111 (Intelligent Transportation Systems Coordination) to read as follows:
CHAPTER 744.  STREET CONSTRUCTION REGULATION.

Sec. 744.111. Intelligent Transportation Systems (ITS) Coordination. 
As a condition of the expenditure of any funds appropriated for road projects involving Intelligent Transportation Systems (ITS), the Public Works Department shall coordinate the design of ITS components with the Metropolitan Planning Organization (“First Coast MPO”), the First Coast ITS Regional Coalition, and the Jacksonville Transportation Authority (JTA), so as to be consistent with the ITS Master Plan. 
Section 2.  
Effective Date.
  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
