RESOLUTION 2007-72
A RESOLUTION DECLARING THE PUBLIC NECESSITY FOR ACQUIRING FEE SIMPLE TITLE THROUGH CONDEMNATION BY RIGHT OF EMINENT DOMAIN IN CERTAIN LANDS FOR IMPROVEMENTS TO FOURAKER/CAHOON ROAD; AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE OFFICE OF GENERAL COUNSEL TO INSTITUTE APPROPRIATE CONDEMNATION PROCEEDINGS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville is authorized to construct and maintain streets and highways for the general public, including damage therefore and is vested by law with the power of eminent domain to acquire fee simple title in land for that purpose; now therefore, 


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 


Section 1.

Declaration of Necessity. The City hereby declares the public necessity for acquiring through condemnation by right of eminent domain, fee simple title in that land described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto, for the purpose of constructing and maintaining improvements to Fouraker/Cahoon Road.


Section 2.

Acquisition of Fee Simple Title.  The City of Jacksonville shall acquire by eminent domain fee simple title in that land described in Exhibit 1 for the purpose aforesaid from the present owners thereof and all persons claiming any interest therein.


Section 3.

Institution of Legal Proceedings.  The Office of General Counsel of the City of Jacksonville is hereby authorized and directed to institute the appropriate legal proceedings to acquire by condemnation fee simple title in that land described in Exhibit 1 for the purpose described in this resolution.

Section 4.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
