NOs. 106548-0000, 106548-0050), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY robert g. johnson and robyne T. turner, FROM rr (residential rural) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit commercial uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE cedar point commercial neighborhood PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Robert G. Johnson and Robyne T. Turner, the owners of approximately 2.09( acres located in Council District 11 at 3694 and 3696 New Berlin Road between Black Walnut Court and Cedar Point Road (R.E. Nos. 106548-0000, 106548-0050), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from RR (Residential Rural) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from RR (Residential Rural) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated January 8, 2007 and written description dated November 5, 2006 for the Cedar Point Commercial Neighborhood PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) Development shall proceed in accordance with the Traffic Engineering Division Memorandum dated February 16, 2007, and the Transportation Planning Division Memorandum dated February 12, 2007, or as otherwise approved by the Traffic Engineering Division and the Planning and Development Department.

(b)
The gas station shall be limited to no more than three (3) islands and six (6) self service dispensing pumps.

(c)
The main identification sign shall be a monument style limited to a maximum of one hundred (100) square feet in area and fifteen (15) feet in height.

(d)
Lighting shall be designed and installed to direct downward and reflect back onto the subject property to prevent glare and excessive light onto surrounding property.  The light pole shall be a maximum of 25 feet in height with lighting fixtures flush mounted, with full cut-offs.  Light fixtures mounted on canopies shall be recessed so that the lens cover is flush with the bottom surface (ceiling) of the canopy.  At the time of verification of substantial compliance, the developer shall submit the lighting plan for the entire site, including fixture types and foot-candle illumination, for review and approval by the Planning and Development Department.

(e)
Drive-thru windows shall only be allowed for bank uses and shall be approved through a Minor Modification to the PUD.  Such drive-thru windows may include up to 3 full service bays and an ATM bay.  All bays shall be oriented away from the right-of-way.

(f)
A minimum ten (10) foot wide buffer between uncomplimentary uses, and a fifteen (15) foot building setback shall be provided adjacent to a residentially zoned or used property.  Any wall constructed to comply with this buffer between uncomplimentary uses shall be masonry or vinyl.

(g)
The site shall be developed according to the guidelines in the North Jacksonville Shared Vision and Master Plan.  The developer shall use earth-tone colors on all of the structures and shall install a roof limited to shingles or raised seam metal with a 4/12 pitch.  Compliance with this condition is subject to the review and approval by the Planning and Development Department.
