1 DESCRIPTION OF PLANS

Apphcant seeks approval of a Planned Unit Development for development of a project known as Villages at Kernan
Boulevard PUD. The parcel shall allow for multi-family dwelling units The parcel is 12.50 acres in size and 1s
located on the east side of Keman Boulevard, north of J. Turner Butier Boulevard.

IL PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT USE RESTRICTIONS

As shown on the Site Plan attached as Exhibit E and dated December 19, 2006, the property will be developed to
accommodate not more than 192 multi-family condominium dwelling units or, alternatively, any permuitted use in

the current IBP-1 zoning category.

A. PERMITTED USES AND RESTRICTIONS

The existing Comprehensive Plan Designation for this property is BP. The current zoning 1s IBP-1.  The purpose
of the application for PUD approval is to allow for a use of the property that 1s consistent with the 2010
Comprehensive Plan. The dwelling units constructed shall be generally as depicted in the attached conceptual

renderings.

B. RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS

1. Minimum_ Lot and Building Requirements

The minimum lot s1ze and lot width, as set forth in the Zoning Code pursuant to §656.306, shall apply to the multi-
family use The height of structures on the site shall not exceed 35 feet to the roof top The minimum yard
requirement along the northern property line shall be a 10 foot setback and, in addition, there 1s a 50 foot buffer
between the proposed development and existing, adjacent residential development.

2 Vehicular Access Residential

Vehicular access to the property will be from First Coast Technology Parkway. All roads will be designed and
constructed 1n accordance with City standards. The conceptual site plan depicts the approximate location of the
pnmary ntemnal circulation and 1s designed so that traffic will have a circular flow throughout the entire
development  The roadway network will be constructed to include contiguous pedestnan circulation in the
community 1n accordance with the City standard subdivision regulations and the Comprehensive Plan. The
design of the entrance will be subject 1o the approvai by the Traffic Department of the City of Jacksonville.

3 Parking

Parking will comply with §656.604 of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville. Approximately one-half of
the umits (92) will have a single car garage; the other half will utilize surface parking.

4 Pedestrian Circulation System

The site will be developed with an internal sidewalk system on one side of the intermal private road, to include a
connection to the exisung external sidewalk The location of all sidewalks 1s conceptual and final sidewalk plans
are subject to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department.

C. DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS

1 Retention

Stormwater will be treated in accordance with the surface water runoff requirements of the City of Jacksonville
and any state or local agency with junisdiction. The location of such stormwater detention areas shall be as
permitted upon the final engineenng plans provided the stormwater detention area continues 1o meet the standards
and requirements of the St. Johns River Water Management District.

2. Uulities

Al streets and drainage improvements will be designed and constructed in accordance with the standards and
specificanons of the City of Jacksonville and the Public Works Depanment. T he electncal power will be
underground. The sewer service will be gravity flow and the potable water will be furnished by JEA as well a’
water for the fire hydrants. The street ighting system will be designed in accord ance with the standards an
specificatons of the JEA. The power for the street lights will be constructed and paid for by the developer and
then dedicated to the City of Jacksonville for acceptance and permanent maintenance.

3. Wetlands

Any jurisdictional areas shall be dealt with 1n accordance with the requirements o f the St Johns River Water
Management regulation and impacts will be minimized in adherence with District rul ess.

D PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT DESIGN GUIDELINES

1. Tree Protection and Landscape Buffers

Residential Landscape will be designed in accordance with or greater than the regulations for residentially zoned
districts meeting the provisions of the City of Jacksonwville Code 656 Part 12

2. Signage

The number, location, size of signage on the site shall be in accordance with the provisions of the Jacksonville Sign
Ordinance for the LDR Land Use Category and the provisions further described on the Conc eptual Site Plan. Signage may
include a subdivision identification sign to exceed 24 square feet m size and 12 feet in  height Signage may also be
constructed for building 1dentification and directional purposes. In addition, the site shall allow for entrance signs and
directional signage to 1mprove home buyer awareness and traffic circulation within the propoerty. The location of signage
shall be subject to the review and approval of the Planming and Economic Developmexit Depariment of the City of

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3 Recreation

The developer will provide an amenity area with a swimming pool and restrooms.  The development will

provide for 50 square feet of recreation area per each dwelling unit
E EXTERIN AL COMPATIBILITY

The zoning of thhe adjoining land to the north and east is PUD and the land use 1s LDR. The zoning of the land
south and west of the development is IBP-1 with a land use of BP. A mmimum 6 foot barmer with a mimmum
80% opacity shall be constructed along the southern boundary line.
